C.  FULL DESCRIPTIONS

ADA HINDLEY - No. 1839.  (Hindley, 1985).  Single.  Upright. Half flared bell shaped 16mm (5/8") long x 24mm (1") wide COROLLA opens rose purple with a cream base, maturing to a pale cream with rose purple edges; petals slightly turned under at lower edges.  Horiz- ontally held 22mm (1") long x 10mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are cream flushed pink at the base on the upper surface, pale cream with a faint pink blush on the lower surface; green tips are recurved.  Proportionately short 9mm (3/8") long x 6mm (1/4") wide TUBE is waxy cream and proportionately medium thick. STAMENS extend 10mm (3/8") below corolla with pink filaments and anthers.  PISTIL extends 20mm (3/4") below corolla with white style and stigma.  BUD is plump and 20mm (3/4") long x 15mm (5/8") wide.  FOLIAGE is light to medium green on the upper surface, light green on the lower surface with 60mm (2 3/8") long x 45mm (1 3/4") wide ovate shaped leaves, acute tips and obtuse bases.  Veins are medium green, stems  red and branches red when immature, maturing paler.  PARENTAGE:  'Eleanor Leytham' x unknown.  Small upright.  Makes a good dec-  orative, quarter or table standard.  Prefers over- head filtered light.  Best bloom color in filtered light. Introduced in 1982.  Tested 3 years in the midlands of England. Distinguishing features: almost picotee petal color, extended bloom period, abundance of blooms.

ADELINE LAURIE - No. 1812. (Laurie/ Proffit, 1985). Double. Upright.  Full flared 38mm (1 1/2") long x 44mm (1 3/4") wide COROLLA opens magnolia purple (70C) maturing slightly lighter (70D).  Fully up 38mm (1 1/2" ) long x 19mm (3/4") wide SEPALS are porcelain rose (48A) on the upper surface, spiraea red (63B) on the lower surface, tips recurve around tube.  Proportionately short thin TUBE is lettuce green (144A).  STAMENS extend 25mm (1")  below corolla with spiraea red filaments and anthers. PISTIL extends 39mm (1 1/2") below corolla with spiraea red style and stigma.  BUD is fairly large and pointed.  FOLIAGE is ivy green on the upper surface, willow green (196A) on the lower surface with 89mm (3 1/2") long x 39mm (1 1/2")  wide lanceolate shaped leaf, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are red on upper surface, green on the lower surface. Stems are dull red with green branches.  PARENTAGE:  sport of 'Danny Boy'. Makes a good medium upright.   Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate.  Best bloom color in filtered light.  Tested 5 years near  Mt. Egmont,  New Plymouth, Taranaki,  New Zealand. Distinguish- ed by distinctive color of blooms.

AKENFIELD - No. 1924.  (Green/Burgh Nurseries, 1985).  Single. Trailer.  Half flared 27mm (1 1/16") long x 35mm (1 3/8") wide COROLLA is fuchsia purple (67B) with smooth petal edges.  Half up 50mm (2") long x 8mm (1/4") wide SEPALS are china rose (58D) on the upper surface, neyron rose (58C) on the lower surface; tips are recurved.  Proportionately medium china rose TUBE is 20mm (3/4") long x 7mm (1/4") wide.  STAMENS extend 10mm (3/8") below corolla with pink filaments and anthers.  PISTIL extends 20mm (3/4") below corolla with pink style and white stigma.  Long pointed BUD.  FOLIAGE is mid-green (137A) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (137C) on the lower surface with 55mm (2 1/8") long x 35mm (1 3/8") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and cordate bases.  Veins are green, stems reddish and branches brown to red.  PARENTAGE:  'Gay Fandango' x 'Coachman'. Natural trailer.  Will make a good basket or standard.  Prefers overhead filtered light where best bloom color develops. Tested 4 1/2 years in southeast England.  Distinguished by large deep pink bloom, good strong growth.

AMANDA BRIDGLAND - No. 1822.  (Bridgland, 1985).  Double. Upright.  Quarter flared very tight 28mm (1 1/10") long x 19 - 38 mm (3/4" - 1 1/2") wide COROLLA opens deep blue, streaked pink at base, maturing to mauve blue streaked pink at base; petals are smooth, turned under and fluted.  Horizontally held 36mm (1 4/10") long x 18mm (7/10") wide SEPALS are greenish white on the upper surface, slight rosy-red on the lower surface; slightly recurved green tips.  Proportionately thick short greenish TUBE is fluted streaked rosy-red and 13mm (1/2") long x 6mm (1/4") wide.  STAMENS extend 15mm (6/10") below corolla with pink filaments and crimson anthers.  PISTIL extends 25mm (1") below corolla with white style and stigma.  Small conical BUD is light green.  FOLIAGE is lightish green with ovate shaped 51mm-64mm (2- 2 1/2") long x 38mm (1 1/2") wide leaf, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins are green with deep red stems and branches. PARENTAGE:  'The Speedbird' x 'Preston Guild'.  Self-branching small upright.  Will make a good upright, decorative or trellis.  Prefers overhead filtered light but is heat tolerant if shaded. Cold weather hardy to 45 ºF.  Best bloom color is in filtered light. Introduced by Kerrielyn Fuchsias, Cam- bridge, England. Well covered with foliage and blooms freely.  Tested 3 years near Fareham, Hampshire, UK. Distinguished by bloom color.

ANNA OF LONGLEAT - No. 1823.  (Robert- son/Longleat Enterprises, 1985) Semi-double.  Trailer. Half flared 25 mm (1") square COROLLA opens bright lavender (HCC 37/1) maturing to pale lavender (HCC 37/3) with smooth petal edges.  Half up 32mm (1 1/4") long x 13mm (1/2") wide quarter-twisted SEPALS are shell pink (HCC 625/2) on the upper surface, bright pink (HCC 627) on the lower surface; green tips are recurved.  Proportionately medium length 13mm (1/2") long TUBE is shell pink (HCC 625/2) and proportionately thin.  STAMENS extend 19mm (3/4") below corolla with bright pink (HCC 627) filaments and anthers. PISTIL extends 32mm (1 1/4") below corolla with shell pink style and stigma. BUD shape is square.  FOLIAGE is dark green (HCC 960) on the upper surface, light green (HCC 960/3) on the lower surface with 44mm (1 3/4") long x l9mm (3/4") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and bases.  Veins are green, stems red and branches light red. PARENTAGE: 'La Camp- anella' x 'Cliffs Own'.  Natural trailer. Will make a good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate.  Best bloom color in filtered light.  Tested 4 years in  Longleat, Wiltshire, England.  Distinguished by new color break and having 4-5 buds at each leaf node.

ARCADIA GOLD - pending.  (Birch).  Double.  Trailer or upright.  All bloom details are identical to 'Swingtime'. FOLIAGE is same size as parent and varies in shades of light to mid-olive green with yellow to gold varigations.  Yellow-gold variegations can be absent or present on different ovate shaped leaves and vary as to the amount covering from none to the whole leaf.  Some of the leaves are just edged in yellow-gold while some are irreg- ularly blotched.  Edges of leaf are serrate with obtuse tips and rounded bases.   Veins are bright red with red stems and branches.  PARENTAGE:  sport of 'Swingtime'.  Self branching lax up- right or stiff trailer.  Will make a good basket, upright, standard, pyramid or decorative.  Prefers overhead filtered light and appears to have retained vigor of parent. Best bloom and foliage color in bright light.  Tested 1 year near  County Cleveland, England UK and registration pending upon completion of testing period.  Distinguishing feature:  different than 'Golden Swingtime' as foliage is truly variegated.

ASCOT No. 1921. (Milton, 1985). Double.  Trailer.  Full flared COROLLA opens lavender purple veined rose on the 4 middle 51mm (2") long serrated petals, encircled by curled and fluted bright candy pink 35mm (1 1/4-1 1/2") long petals with a few lavender markings.  Mature corolla color is lavender magenta in the center with outer petals remaining candy pink.  Horizontally held 70mm (2 3/4") long x 30mm (1-1 1/2") wide SEPALS are rose pink on the upper surface, bright candy pink on the lower surface; recurved tips are pale yellowish green. Proportionately medium bulbous 20mm (3/4") long TUBE is white to pale pink with green veins. STAMENS extend 25-30mm (1-1 1/4") below corolla and splay out on maturity with rose red filaments and red anthers.  PISTIL extends 51mm (2") below corolla with deep pink style and white stigma. Large, broad pointed BUD.  FOLIAGE is medium green with approximately 76mm (3") long x 30-35mm (1 1/2") wide lanceolate leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins vary from red to green with red stems and branches.  PARENTAGE: unknown.  Lax upright or stiff trailer.  Will make a good basket or pot plant.  Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate but is heat tolerant if shaded.  Best bloom color in filtered light.  Early continuous blooming but not very self-branching, best pinched at 3 pairs of leaves with new growth springing from just above soil level or low on branches, willowy.  Tested 3 years in Cape Town, South Africa.  Distinguishing features: bloom shape and size, coloring, vigorous growth and very long (127mm) (5") pedicles.

AVISTAN - No. 1913.  (Baker, 1985). Double.  Upright.  Full flared 32mm (1 1/4") long x 25mm (1") wide COROLLA is rosy pink veined cerise with smooth petal edges.  Horizontally held 25mm (1") long x 11mm (7/l6") wide SEPALS are shiny bright red on the upper sur- face, crepey bright red on the lower surface with recurved tips.  Proportionately short thin 10mm (3/8") long x 5mm (3/16") wide TUBE is bright red.  STAMENS extend 13mm below corolla on newly opened blooms, 19mm (3/4") on mature blooms with mid-pink filaments and pinkish red anthers.  PISTIL extends 25mm (1") below corolla with very pale pink style and cream stigma. Cordate BUD shape. FOLIAGE is dark green on the upper surface, mid-green on the lower surface with 57mm (2 1/4") long x 32mm (1 1/4") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins are red, stems reddish green and branches mid-green shading red at leaf axils.  PARENTAGE:  "Found" seedling of unknown parentage.  Self branching small upright. Will make a good upright or decorative.  Prefers full sun and is cold weather hardy to 10º F.  Best bloom color in bright light.  Tested 5 years in Cambridge, England. Distinguishing features: self branching hardy short jointed compact cultivar.

BAROQUE PEARL - No. 1844.  (de Graaff, 1985).  Double.  Upright.  Three quarter to full flared 20mm (3/4") long x 25mm (1") wide COROLLA opens dark amethyst violet (84A) with a rose base maturing to light violet purple (77B) with a rose base; small petals on the outside of the corolla are smooth edged.  Fully up 30mm (1 l/8") long x 12mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are light neyron rose (55C) on the upper surface, slightly darker (55A) on the lower surface with tips recurved.  Proportionately medium 14mm (1/2") long x 5.5mm (1/4") wide TUBE is claret rose (50C).  STAMENS extend 20mm (3/4") below corolla with neyron rose (55B) filaments and delft rose (47C) anthers.  PISTIL extends 27mm (1") below corolla with light neyron rose (55D) style and pale yellow (8C) stigma.  Ovate BUD shape.  FOLIAGE is light fuchsia green (137B) on the upper surface, light olive (146B) on the lower surface with 70mm (2 3/4") long x 40mm (1 5/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  PARENTAGE:  "Found" seedling of unknown parentage.  Self branching medium upright. Will make a good upright.  Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate.  Best bloom color in filtered light.   Award of Merit (VKC, Holland).  Tested 5 years in  Lisse,  Holland and introduced in 1979.  Distinguished by shape and color of bloom.

BECKY JANE - No. 1837.  (Pike, 1985).  Single.  Upright.  Very short half flared 2mm (3/32") long x 5mm (3/16") wide COROLLA is neon pink. Horizontally held 3mm (1/8") long x 2mm (3/32") wide SEPALS are neon pink.  Proportionately short thin neon pink TUBE is 8mm (5/16") long x 2mm (3/32") wide.  STAMENS do not extend below corolla. Neon pink filaments and pale pink anthers.  PISTIL extends 2mm (1/16") below corolla with light pink short style and pale pink stigma.  Parallel sided BUD with slight bulge at corolla.  FOLIAGE is medium green on the upper leaf surface, slightly lighter on the lower surface with 19mm (3/4") long x 14mm (9/16") wide leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and bases. Veins and stems are light green with branches green turning red with maturity.  PARENTAGE:  'Mendocino Mini' x unknown.  Small upright.  Will make a good miniature.  Prefers overhead filtered light and is not hardy below 30º F.  Best bloom color in filtered light.  Tested 4 years in Portland, Oregon, USA.  Distinguished by new color.

BELLE DE LISSE - No. 1845. (de Graaff, 1985).  Double.  Upright or trailer.  Half flared 20-25mm (3/4-1") wide COROLLA has 15mm (5/8") long dark rose purple (75A) smooth edged petals on the outside of the corolla with 25mm (1") long light rose purple (75B) smooth edged non flared petals on the inside of the corolla.  Half down 38mm (1 1/2") long x l4mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are white (155D) on the upper surface, light neyron rose (56D) on the lower surface with small green reflexed tips. Proportionately medium 16mm (5/8") long x 7mm (1/4") wide TUBE is white.  STAMENS extend 15mm (5/8") below corolla with neyron rose (55B) filaments and dusty rose (180D) anthers.  PISTIL extends 26mm (1") below corolla with neyron rose (55D) style and yellowish-cream (2D) stigma.  Ovate shaped pointed BUD. The FOLIAGE is light fuchsia green (137B) on the upper surface, very light fuchsia green (l47B) on the lower surface with 120mm (4 3/4") long x 65mm (2 1/2") wide elliptic shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins and branches are light green with young stems light green maturing greyish-green brown.   PARENTAGE:  'Trail Blazer' x unknown.  Lax upright or stiff trailer.  Will make a good decorative.  Is heat tolerant if shaded and needs early pinching.  Best bloom color in filtered light.   Award of Merit (VKC Holland).  Tested 4 years in Lisse, Holland and introduced in 1977. Distinguishing feature: shape of bloom.

BOBBYS RED  WINGS - No.  1813. (Sharp/ Proffit, 1985). Double. Upright or trailer. Three-quarter  flaring  39 mm (1 1/2")  long x 44mm (1 3/4") wide COROLLA opens amethyst violet (81C) with a pink base, maturing to petunia  purple (78A).   Horizontally held 51mm (2") long x 19mm (3/4")  wide SEPALS  are  crimson (52A)  with  slightly  twisted recurved tips. Proportionately medium TUBE is crimson.  STAMENS extend  25mm (1") below corolla  with  crimson  filaments  and  anthers.   PISTIL  extends 50mm (2") below corolla  with  crimson style  and stigma.   Long sharp pointed BUD.   FOLIAGE is  willow green (195A) on the upper surface,  slightly lighter on the lower surface  with 51mm (2") long x 38mm (1/2")   wide cordate leaf,  serrulate  edges,  acute tips and rounded  bases.   Veins, stems and branches are crimson.   PARENTAGE;   'Texas Longhorn' x 'Voodoo'. Lax  upright or  stiff trailer. Makes  a  good basket. Prefers cool  climate. Best bloom  color develops  in filtered light.   Tested 3 years near Mount Egmont, New  Plymouth,  New Zealand.  Distinguishing feature: many of 'Texas Longhorn' characteristics but easier to grow. 

BOBS AND BABS  No. 1819.  (Hill, 1985).  Single.  Upright. Three-quarter flared 25mm (1") long and wide COROLLA is wild rose shading to a deep rose at smooth petal edges.  Half down 25mm (1") long x 13mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are coral with recurved tips. Proportionately medium TUBE is coral.  STAMENS extend 6mm (1/4") below corolla with coral filaments and russet anthers.  PISTIL extends 13mm (1/2") below corolla with coral style and stigma. BUD is slender, smooth and elliptical. FOLIAGE is dark green on the upper surface, slightly lighter green on the lower surface with ovate leaves 50mm (2") long x 25mm (1") wide, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Vein color is midgreen with tuscan stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Display' x 'Brenda Megan Hill'.  Self-branching small upright. Will make a good decorative. Prefers full sun with best bloom color in bright light.  Early to bloom.  Tested 4 years in  Essex, England. UK.  Distinguished by unusual shading of the corolla.

BRUNETTE - No.1846.  (de Graaff, 1985).  Single.  Upright or trailer.  Nonflared square 16mm (5/8") long x wide COROLLA opens cardinal red (53B) with a light orange-red base maturing to smokey orange-red (182A) with wavy to smooth edged petals.  Half down 32mm (1 1/4") long x 9mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are cream (159C/D) blushed rose on the upper surface, cream (159D) blushed rose on the lower surface; tips are recurved.  Proportionately long 22mm (7/8") long x 5mm (1/8") wide cream (159B/C)  TUBE is of proportionately medium thickness.  STAMENS extend 4mm (1/8") below corolla with empire rose (48C) filaments and greyed cardinal red (53A) anthers.  PISTIL extends 16mm (5/8") below corolla with empire rose style and light yellowish-cream (4D) stigma.  Long pointed BUD.  FOLIAGE is fuchsia green (137A) on the upper surface, lighter (147B) on the lower surface with 65mm (2 1/2") long x 45mm (1 3/4") wide ovate to cordate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and cordate bases.  Veins are light green, stems greyed light brown and branches light green flushed red.  PARENTAGE:  'Mephisto' x unknown.  Lax upright or stiff trailer.  Will make a good basket.  Prefers full sun in a cool climate.  Best bloom color in bright light.   Award of Merit (VKC Holland).  Tested 6 years in Lisse, Holland and introduced in 1982.  Distinguished by color and bloom shape, profuse blooms.

CARMINE BELL - No. 1828.  (Caunt, 1985).  Single.  Upright. Three-quarter flared bell shaped 22mm (3/4") long x 32mm (1 1/4") wide COROLLA open rosy carmine with deep rose at wavy petals edges maturing to a pale carmine.  Fully up 42mm (1 2/3") long x 9mm (1/3") wide SEPALS are neyron rose, tips are recurved. Proportionately long thin 18mm (3/4") long x 7mm (1/4") wide TUBE is neyron rose. STAMENS extend 18mm (2/3") below corolla with dark cerise filaments and pale cerise anthers.  PISTIL extends 38mm (1 1/2") below corolla with white style and white four pointed stigma.  Longish BUD is pointed.  FOLIAGE is mid-green on the upper surface, paler on the lower surface with 90mm (3 1/2") long x 45mm (1 3/4") wide elliptic leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and bases.  Veins are green with red midrib, stems are reddish green and branches palish green. PARENTAGE;  'President Stanley Wilson' x.  Medium upright.  Will make a good standard, basket with weights and bush.  Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate.  Best bloom color in filtered light.  Needs early pinching.  Tested 3 years in  Worksop, England, UK. Distinguishing features:  shape of bloom and free flowering.

COL - No. 1919.  (Wolds Nurseries / Laburnum Nurseries, 1985). Single.  Upright.  Non-flared 32mm (1 1/4") long x 13mm (1/2") wide COROLLA is white with smooth petal edges.  Horizontally held 38mm (1 1/2") long x 13mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are soft cherry red with recurved tips. Proportionately short white TUBE is proportionately medium thick.  STAMENS extend 32mm (1 1/4") below corolla with cream filaments and anthers.  PISTIL extends 38mm (1 1/2") below corolla with white style and cream stigma. Round BUD.  FOLIAGE is variegated cream, white, light green and dark green with 44mm (1 3/4") long x 19mm (3/4") wide elliptic shaped leaves, rounded tips and bases.  Veins are light green, stems and branches dark green.  PARENTAGE;  sport of 'Snowcap'. Self branch- ing small upright.  Will make a good decorative or miniature.  Heat tolerant if shaded and cool weather hardy to 40°F.  Best bloom and foliage color in filtered light.  Slow grower.  Tested 3 years in Nottingham, England.  Distinguished by variegated foliage different than other variegated sports of 'Snowcap'.

CONTAMINE - No. 1847.  (de Graaff, 1985).  Semi-double.  Upright. Half flared 25mm (1") long x 29mm (1 1/8") wide COROLLA opens light blue-violet (86C) with a white base maturing to amethyst violet (84C) with a white base; wavy to smooth petal edges. Fully up 25mm (1") long x l0mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are white (155D) on the upper surface, white flushed rose (56D) on the lower surface; tips are recurved.  Proportionately medium 9mm (3/8") long x 6mm (1/4") wide TUBE is white (155A).  STAMENS extend l5mm (5/8") below corolla with neyron rose (55C) filaments and spinel red (54A) anthers.  PISTIL extends 22mm (7/8") below corolla with light pink (49D) style and yellowish cream (2D) stigma.  Ovate shaped pointed BUD.  FOLIAGE is fuchsia green (137A) on the upper surface, lighter (147B) on the low- er surface with 63mm (2 1/2") long x 33mm (1 1/4") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins are light green, stems greyed brown and branches greyed red-purple.  PARENTAGE:  'La Campanella' x unknown.  Small upright.  Will make a good upright or bedder.  Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate. Best bloom color in filtered light.  Award of Merit  (VKC, Holland).  Tested 4 years in  Lisse, Holland and introduced in l978.   Distinguished by semi-erect blooms.

CONWY - No. 1915.  (Howarth, 1985).  Double.  Upright.  Full flared 32mm (1 1/4") long x 51mm (2") wide COROLLA opens royal purple slowly fading to magenta with smooth petal edges.  Half down 5lmm (2") long x 25mm (1") wide SEPALS are scarlet on the upper surface, cyclamen pink on the lower surface with recurved tips.  Proportionately medium l9mm (3/4") long x 7mm (1/4") wide TUBE is scarlet.  STAMENS extend 19mm (3/4") below corolla with red filaments and dark red anthers.  PISTIL extends 32mm (1 1/4") below corolla with pink style and stigma.  Large pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green with cordate shaped 75mm (3") long x 38mm (1 1/2") wide leaves, wavy edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are red.  PARENTAGE:  'Northern Pride' seedling.  Medium upright.  Will make a good upright, standard or pillar.  Prefers full sun in a warm climate.  Best bloom color in bright light. Resembles 'Royal Velvet' without crimson splash, suitable for show bench.  Tested 2 years in Timperley, Cheshire and 1 year in Gwynedd, North Wales, UK. Distinguished by corolla color with great substance, free blooming. 

CROSS CHECK - No.1848.  (Brouwer, 1985).  Single.   Trailer.  Nonflared 36mm (1 3/8") long x 22mm (7/8") wide tyrian purple (57A) COROLLA has smooth edged petals.  Half up 50mm (2") long x 15mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are neyron rose (58C) on the upper surface, white (l55B) on the lower surface, tips are recurved. Proportionately long neyron rose TUBE is of medium thickness. STAMENS extend 7mm (1/4") below corolla with orchid pink (62C) filaments and white anthers.  PISTIL extends 21mm (7/8") below corolla with crimson (52A) style and coral pink (38D) stigma. Pointed BUD is of medium length.  FOLIAGE is lettuce green (144A) on the upper surface, scheele's green (144B) on the lower surface with 75mm (3") long x 40mm (1 5/8") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins are green, stems red and branches dark red.  PARENTAGE:  'Checkerboard' x 'Achievement'.  Lax upright. Will make a good basket.  Prefers full sun.  Best bloom color in bright light.  Certificate of Honor, Dutch Committee of Inspection, Aalsmeer.  Easy to grow.  Tested 4 years near Arnhem, Holland and introduced in 1982. Distinguishing feature: light color foliage contrasts with rich blooms.

Cold weather hardy to 22ºF.  Will take sun to 90ºF, very heavy bloomer.  Tested 3 1/2 years in Montrose, Australia.  Distinguished by vivid bloom colors, foliage turning more golden green in direct sun  with veining more dark red. 

  LYLAC SUNSA - No. 1830.  (Caunt, 1985). Single.  Upright.  Half flared bell shaped 30mm (1 1/4") long x 40mm (1 1/2") wide COROLLA is deep lavender with fine dark rose veins maturing paler.  Half up 32mm (1 1/4") long x 10mm (1/3") wide SEPALS are rose madder on the upper surface, slightly paler on the lower surface with a half twist and recurved green tips. Proportionately medium thin l0mm (1/3") long x 6mm (1/4") wide TUBE is rose madder.  STAMENS extend 15mm (1/2") below corolla with pale rose madder filaments and anthers. PISTIL extends 35mm (1 1/3") below corolla with pale rose madder style and stigma. Long pointed BUD.  FOLIAGE is mid-green on the upper surface, paler on the lower surface with 70mm (2 3/4") long x 35mm (1 1/3") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins and stems are green with red branches. PARENTAGE;  ('Tennessee Waltz' x 'Lyes Unique' seedling) x. Self- branching medium upright.  Will make a good upright or standard.  Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate but is heat tolerant if shaded.  Best bloom color in filtered light. Easy to grow. Tested 3 years in  Worksop, England.  Distinguished by coloring and unusual petal shape.

MACHU PICCHU - No. 1868.  (de Graaff, 1985).  Single.  Trailer or upright. Quarter flared 12mm (1/2") long x 12mm wide COROLLA is scarlet (43B) with smooth rounded petal edges.  Horizontally held 18mm (3/4") long x 9mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are empire rose (48B) on the upper surface, jasper red (39C) on the lower surface; green tips are recurved.  Proportionately long 20mm (3/4") long x 6mm (1/4") wide TUBE is empire rose and proportionately medium thick.  STAMENS extend 4mm (1/8") below corolla with empire rose filaments and pale yellow (2D) anthers.  PISTIL extends 20mm (3/4") below corolla with french rose (49D) style and pale yellow (4D) stigma.  Ovate pointed BUD.  FOLIAGE is fuchsia green (137A) on the upper surface, lighter (147B) on the lower surface with 90mm (3 1/2") long x 50mm (2") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins are light green, stems light brown and branches red tinted green. PARENTAGE:  'Speciosa'  x unknown.  Lax upright or stiff trailer.  Will make a good basket, decorative or trellis.  Prefers full sun.  Best bloom color in bright light.  Award of Merit (VKC, Holland).  Tested 3 years in Lisse, Holland and introduced in 1977.  Distinguishing features:  shape and color of bloom, blooms whole year, hardy.

MALIBU MIST™ - No. 1816. (Stubbs, 1985.)  Double.  Upright or trailer.  Full flared squared 32mm (1 1/4") long x 90mm (2 3/4") wide COROLLA opens blue violet (87B) streaked light pink maturing to cyclamen purple (74B)  with a white center. Horizontally held to half down 38mm (1 1/2") long x l9mm (3/4") wide SEPALS are white on the upper surface, white tinged pink on the lower surface, tips are recurved. Proportionately short l3mm (1/2") long x 6mm (1/4") wide white TUBE is of medium thickness. STAMENS extend l9mm (3/4") below corolla with light pink filaments and cyclamen purple anthers.  PISTIL extends 44mm (1 3/4") below corolla with pale pink style and flesh stigma. FOLIAGE is medium green on the upper surface, lighter green on the lower surface with ovate shaped 70mm (2 3/4") long x 51mm (2") wide leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and stems are red with brown branches. PARENTAGE;  'Ada Perry' x 'Trade Winds'. Lax upright or stiff trailer.  Makes a good basket.  Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool to warm climate.  Trademarked in California.  Tested 3 years in Oceanside, California, USA. Distinguishing features: very strong contrast between freshly opened blooms and mature blooms;  white sepals mature to pink.

MARCUS GRAHAM™ - No. 1817.  (Stubbs, 1985).  Double.  Upright. Full flared 38mm (1 1/2") long x 64mm (2 1/2") wide COROLLA opens dusty pink streaked pale orange maturing to dusty pink.  Fully up 57mm (2 1/4") long x l9mm (3/4") wide SEPALS are flesh tinged dusty pink and are held against the tube, some twisted and curled back.  Proportionately medium 25mm (1") long x 6mm (1/4") wide TUBE is white to flesh.  STAMENS extends 13mm (1/2") below corolla with pink filaments and anthers.  PISTIL extends 25mm (1") below corolla with pink style and flesh stigma.  BUD is long pointed oval.  FOLIAGE is medium green on the upper surface, lighter green on the lower surface with ovate shaped 102mm (4") long x 51mm (2") wide leaves serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are pale green.  PARENTAGE: 'Victorian' x 'Cyndy Robyn'.  Medium upright.  Will make a good upright.  Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool to warm climate.  Bright to filtered light required for best bloom color. Trademarked in California.  Tested 4 years in Oceanside, California, USA.  Distin- guishing features:  color of blooms, strong upright able to support large blooms.

MARGARET HOWARTH -  No. 1910.  (Howarth, 1985). Single. Upright. Non-flaring 19mm (3/4") long x 13mm (1/2") wide COROLLA opens lavender maturing pale lavender with smooth petal edges. Horizontally held 25mm (l") long x 7mm (1/4") wide SEPALS are white on the upper surface, pale pink on the lower surface with green recurved tips. Proportionately short ivory colored TUBE is medium thick. STAMENS extend 13mm (1/2") below corolla with pink filaments and deep pink anthers.  PISTIL extends 32 mm (1 1/4") below corolla with white style and stigma.  Pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green on the upper surface, pale green on the lower surface with 25mm (1") long x 13mm (1/2") wide leaves with serrulate edges.  Clear veins, red stems and light brown branches.  PARENTAGE:  'Lena Dalton' x 'White Spider'.  Self-branching small upright. Prefers a cool climate (65-70ºF.)  Best bloom color in bright light. Tested 4 years in Timperley, Cheshire, England, UK and introduced in l982.  Distinguishing features:  neat compact vigorous plant with colorfast blooms.

MARGARITE DAWSON - No. 1914.  (Dawson / Kerrielyn Fuchsias, 1985). Double.  Upright.  Three-quarter flared square or box shaped 29mm (1 1/8") long x 57mm (2 1/4") wide COROLLA is white with slight pale rose veins with wavy petal edges.  l3mm (1/2") long and wide PETALOIDS are white with slight pale rose veins at base of petal.  Horizontally held 44mm (1 3/4") long x 25mm (1") wide SEPALS are pale rose fading towards tips on the upper surface, pale crepey rose on the lower surface with reflexed tips. Proportionately short TUBE is 13mm (1/2") long x 10mm (3/8") wide and very pale pink striped pale rose. STAMENS extend 22mm (7/8") below corolla with pale rose filaments and rose anthers.  PISTIL extends 50mm (2") below corolla with style white at base shading to pale rose and creamy white stigma.  Heart shaped BUD.  FOLIAGE is mid-green, lighter on the lower surface with ovate shaped leaves 83mm (3 1/4") long x 57mm (2 1/4") wide, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins, stems and branches are red. PARENTAGE; 'Angela Leslie' x 'Snowcap'.  Medium upright.  Will make a good upright or standard.  Prefers overhead filtered light. Cold hardy to -2º F.  Best bloom color in filtered light. Responds best to early, frequent pinching. Tested 7 years near north Norfolk, England. Distinguished by larger blooms than existing hardy cultivars;  different color break.

MARLENE GILBEE - No. 1808. (Richardson, 1985).  Double.  Upright or trailer.  Quarter flared bell shaped 50 mm (2") long x 50mm wide COROLLA opens bishops violet (81A) edged spectrum violet (82B) maturing to im- perial purple (78A) edged neyron rose (55B,C) with touches of white.  20mm (3/4") long x 10mm (3/8") wide PETALOIDS are same color as corolla.  Half down 70-75mm (2 3/4-3") long x 20mm (3/4") wide SEPALS are neyron rose and white; light green tips are recurved.  Propor- tionately short 15mm (9/l6") long x 5mm (3/16") wide TUBE is light neyron rose (55C) with a light green stripe and is medium thick. STAMENS extend 15mm (9/16") below corolla with light fuchsia purple (67C) filaments and anthers.  PISTIL extends 30mm (1 3/l6") below corolla with roseine purple (68C) style and stigma. Very large BUDS are an inverted pear shape.  FOLIAGE is medium green, slightly lighter on the lower surface with a lanceolate leaf 110mm (4 5/16") long x 50mm (2") wide, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Main vein is half red, half green with lateral veins green.  Stems and branches red.  PARENT- AGE: 'Pio Pico' x 'White King'.  Lax upright or stiff trailer.  Will make a good basket, upright or standard.  Prefers overhead filtered light but is heat tolerant if shaded in a cool or warm climate.  Cold weather hardy to -6ºC (22ºF).  Best bloom color in bright to filtered light.  Needs support for heavy blooms if grown as a shrub;  does not like direct hot sun.  Tested 3 3/4 years in Montrose, Australia. Distinguish- ing features: sepals do not split open to base of tube;  large globular plentiful blooms.

MEDUSA - No. 1869.  (de Graaff, 1985).  Single.  Trailer. Quarter flared wavy 40mm (1 5/8") long x 32mm (1 1/4") wide COROLLA opens white (155A) with red veins maturing slightly lighter (155B) with wavy petal edges.  30mm (1 1/8") long twisted PETALOIDS are red to rose colored.  Horizontally held slightly twisted 55mm (2 1/8") long x 17mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are crimson (52A).  Proportionately medium 18mm (3/4") long x 8mm (1/4") wide TUBE is crimson.  STAMENS extend 10mm (3/8") below corolla with crimson filaments and pale yellow (4D) anthers.  PISTIL extends 33mm (1 1/4") below corolla with rose red (58B) style and very light brick red (35D) stigma.  Long ovate BUD is pointed. FOLIAGE is fuchsia green (137A) on the upper surface, lighter (147B) on the lower surface with 75mm (3") long x 35mm (1 3/8") wide elliptic shaped leaves, serrate to serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins reddish light green, stems brown and branches reddish green.  PARENTAGE:  'Center- piece' x unknown.  Natural to lax trailer.  Will make a good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate but is heat tolerant if shaded.  Best bloom color in bright light.  Award of Merit (VKC, Holland).  Tested 4 years in Lisse, Holland and introduced in 1977.  Distinguished by bloom shape with long twisted petaloids.

MELISSA HEAVENS - No. 1842.  (Heavens, 1985).  Single.  Upright. Three-quarter flared 16mm (5/8") long x 28mm (1") wide COROLLA opens to almost full flare and is fuchsia purple (67B) maturing to tyrian purple (61C) with wavy petal edges.  Fully up 28mm (1") long x 3/8" (10mm) wide SEPALS are claret rose (50A) on the upper surface, crimson (52A) on the lower surface; tips are recurved. Proportionately short 7mm (1/4") long x 5mm (3/16") wide TUBE is claret rose (50B) and proportionately medium thick. STAMENS extend l5mm (1/2") below corolla with empire rose (48D) filaments and crimson anthers.  PISTIL extends 28mm (1") below corolla with empire rose style and creamy stigma.  Short pointed BUD.  FOLIAGE is green (137B) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (137D) on the lower surface with slight pubescence. 45mm (1 3/4") long x 20mm (3/4") wide lanceolate leaves with entire edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins, stems and branches are pale green.  PARENTAGE:  'Cam- bridge Louie' x 'Lady Isobel Barnett'.  Self- branching small upright.  Will make a good upright.  Prefers overhead filtered light.  Best bloom color in filtered light. Will take heavy feeding and responds well to pinching. Tested 3 years in  E. Anglia, England. Distinguished by prolific erect blooms.

MIA VAN DER ZEE - No. 1870.  (de Graaff, 1985).  Single.  Upright or trailer.  Half flared 22mm (7/8") long x 20mm (3/4") wide COR- OLLA opens ruby red (61A) with a rhodonite base maturing slightly lighter (61A/B) with smooth petal edges.  Fully up 41mm (1 5/8") long x 9mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are rhodonite red (51B). Proportionately medium 14mm (1/2") long x 9mm (3/8") wide TUBE is light rho- donite red (51B). STAMENS have carmine (52B) filaments and light ruby red anthers.  PISTIL has carmine rose (52D) style and pale yellow (2D) stigma.  Long pointed BUD.  FOLIAGE is light fuchsia green (137B) on the upper surface, light olive (146B) on the lower surface with 60mm (2 3/8") long x 40mm (1 5/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are light green blushed red, stems greyed brown and branches reddish.  PARENT- AGE:  'La Campanella' x unknown.  Lax upright or stiff trailer.  Will make a good basket or standard. Prefers overhead filtered light to full sun in a cool climate. Best bloom color in fil- tered light. Award of Merit, (VKC Holland).  Tested 3 years in  Lisse, Holland and introduced in 1978.   Distinguished by color combination of corolla.

MIKE OXTOBY - No. 1891.  (Bielby, 1985).  Single.  Upright or trailer.  Quarter flared square 10mm (3/8") long x 7mm (1/4") wide COROLLA is mandarin red (40B) with smooth petal edges. Fully down 20mm (3/4") long x 7mm (1/4") wide SEPALS are vermilion (41A) with recurved tips.  Proportionately long thin 35mm (l 3/8") long x 8mm (1/4") wide TUBE is vermilion.  STAMENS, which do not extend below corolla, have cardinal red (53C) filaments and pale yellow (18D) anthers.  PISTIL extends 1mm (1/16") below corolla with mardarin red style and stigma.  Long thin BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (139A) on the upper surface, dark green (139B) flushed crimson on the lower surface with 95mm (3 3/4") long x 38mm (l 1/2") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and bases. Veins, stems and branches are red. PARENTAGE:  F. triphylla  x 'Fanfare'.  Self-branching lax upright or stiff trailer.  Will make a good basket or upright.  Prefers full sun in a warm climate and is heat tolerant if shaded.  Cold weather hardy to 40º F.  Best bloom color in bright light. Best wintered at 50º F.  Tested 3 years in East Yorkshire, England, UK and introduced in l984.  Distinguishing features:  like F. triphylla  but more robust and thrives outdoors. 

MINIROSE - No. 1871.  (de Graaff, 1985).  Single.  Upright. Quarter flared almost square 10mm (3/8") long x 12mm (1/2") wide COR- OLLA opens dark cyclamen purple (74A/B) maturing to cyclamen purple (74B) with smooth petal edges.  Horizontally held 14mm (1/2") long x 6.5mm (1/4") wide SEPALS are beige (159D) blushed rose; tips are recurved.  Proportionately medium 12 mm (1/2")long x 6mm (1/4") wide TUBE is beige.  STAMENS extend 10mm (3/8") below corolla with china rose (58D) filaments and currant red (46A) anthers.  PISTIL extends 17mm (5/8") below corolla with white flushed rose (155B) style and cream yellow (160C) stigma. Ovate shaped pointed BUD.  FOLIAGE is fuchsia green (137A) on the upper surface, lighter (147B) on the lower surface with 50mm (2") long x 25mm (1") wide elliptic shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins and branches are light green, stems are greyed brown.  PARENT- AGE:  'Rose of Castille' x unknown.  Will make a good upright or standard.  Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate but tolerates heat if shaded. Best bloom color in filtered light.  Award of Merit, (VKC, Holland).  Tested 3 years in Lisse, Holland and introduced in l98l.   Distinguished by blooms semi-terminal and semi-erect.

MISTY GLOW - No. 1923. (Newley, 1985).  Single.  Upright or trailer.  Bell shaped 57mm (2 1/4") long x 51mm (2") wide COROLLA is white (155D) veined pink with each smooth edged petal folded separately and enclosing some stamens.  White PETALOIDS are crepey pink at their base and are 25mm (1") long x wide or 51mm (2") long x 35mm (1/3/8") wide.  Fully up 55mm (2 1/8") long x 19mm (3/4") wide SEPALS roll and twist sideways to touch stem and are carmine (52B) on the upper surface, heavily creped rhodonite red (51A) on the lower surface with green tips.  Proportionately short 13mm (1/2") long x 4mm (1/8") wide flesh pink (36A) striped green TUBE is of proportionately medium thickness.  STAMENS extend 25mm (1") below corolla with rhodonite red filaments and milk chocolate (177B) anthers.  PISTIL extends 51mm (2") below corolla with rhodonite red style with a white tip and olive yellow (153D) stigma.  Round 3" circumference BUD has a peaked tip.  FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, pea green (146B) on the lower surface with 95mm (3 3/4") long x 34mm (1 1/3") wide ovate shaped leaf, sparse serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins are same color as leaf, stems are rose and branches are rose on the new growth maturing to green. PARENTAGE:  sport of 'Jo-Anne'.  Lax upright or stiff trailer. Will make a good basket or trailing bush.  Prefers overhead filtered light but is heat tolerant if shaded . Cold weather hardy to 30ºF.  Strong grower with blooms free, continuous and holds color and shape.  Bud opens, bloom looks full double, then corolla gets longer.  Tested 5 years 35 miles Southwest of Sydney, Australia. Distinguishing features:  very large unusual shaped bloom, petaloids stand out stiffly, very long extended corolla. 

MONTROSE VILLAGE - No. 1809.  (Richardson, 1985).  Double. Upright or trailer.  Quarter to half flaring 38mm (` 1/2") long x 67mm (2 5/8") wide COROLLA opens spectrum violet (82B) and white, maturing to imperial purple (78A) and white.  Horizontally held 45mm (1 3/4") long x l9mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are white with green recurved tips.  Propor- tionately short 10mm (3/8") long x 8mm (5/16") wide TUBE is reddish purple (69A) diffused white. STAMENS extend 12mm (1/2") below corolla with reddish purple (68A) filaments and dark reddish purple (69A) anthers.  PISTIL extends 25mm (1") below corolla with white STYLE turning light red purple near cream stigma.  BLOOM VARIATION occurs singly or in pairs on same branch as first color.  Description of variation is three quarter flared wavy 15mm (9/16") long x 25mm (1") wide COROLLA opens violet (76A) and white, maturing to phlox pink (75A) and white.  4mm (1/8") long and wide PETALOIDS are same color as corolla.  SEPALS and TUBE same as above.  STAMENS extend 15mm (9/16") below corolla with light purple (75A) filaments and brown anthers.  PISTIL extends 22mm (7/8") below corolla with white style and stigma.  BUD is medium long and tapering.  FOLIAGE is dark green, mid green on lower surface with lanceolate leaf 115mm (4 1/2") long x 37mm (1 1/2") wide, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins, stems and branches are red.  PARENTAGE:  'Pio Pico' x 'White King'.  Lax upright or stiff trailer.  Will make a good basket or standard.  Heat tolerant if shaded.  Cold weather hardy to -6ºC.  Tends to throw long arching branches from crown, lower branches pendulous, requires early pinching.  Tested 3 1/2 years in  Montrose, Australia.  Distinguishing features:  grows in a variety of climates (101°F to 22ºF); bloom variation; consistent bloom size and holds bloom color well. 

NELLIE WALLACE - No. l872. (de Graaff, l985).  Semi-double to double.  Trailer.  Non- flaring rounded  COROLLA opens very light orient pink (36C) maturing to white (155B) with rose veins; smooth petal edges are turned under.  Fully up 55mm (2 1/8") long x 14mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are white (155A) blushed pink on the upper surface, white (155C) blushed pink on the lower surface with recurved green tips.  Proportionately medium 16mm (5/8") long x 8mm (1/4") wide TUBE is pale lime green (145C). STAMENS extend 17mm (5/8") below corolla with light neyron rose (55C/D) filaments and light rhodonite red (51C) anthers.  PISTIL extends 30mm (1 1/8") below corolla with very light neyron rose (55C) style and light yellow (5D) stigma.  Long pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is olive (146A) on the upper surface, lighter (146B) on the lower surface with 75mm (3") long x 55mm (2 1/8") wide ovate to cordate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and somewhat cordate bases.  Veins are light green blushed red, stems light brown and branches dark red tinted green.  PARENTAGE: 'Fiona' x unknown. Natural trailer.  Will make a good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light to full sun in a warm climate but is heat tolerant if shaded.  Award of Merit, (VKC, Holland). Over-winter by cuttings, needs pinching.  Tested 4 years in  Lisse, Holland and introduced in 1983.  Distinguished by color fastness in sun; white form of 'Fiona'.

NONA WALKER - No. 1894. (Walker, 1985).  Single.  Upright or trailer.  Quarter flared bell shaped 16-19mm (3/4-5/8") long x 13-19mm (1/2-3/4") wide COROLLA opens blue-violet, splotched vertically white maturing to light pink violet, splotched mostly pink and white with smooth petal edges.  Fully up 19-25mm (3/4- 1") long x 10mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are white, slighter pink when mature.  Proportion- ately medium 10-16mm (3/8-5/8") long TUBE is mostly white with a light pink flush and pink stripes.  STAMENS extend 10-16mm (3/8-5/8") below corolla with pink filaments and white anthers.  PISTIL extends 44mm (1 3/4") below corolla with white style and stigma.  Ovate shaped BUD.  FOLIAGE is green on the upper surface, lighter on the lower surface with 25-38mm (1-1 1/2") long x 16-22mm (5/8-7/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins are light green with a touch of red at base, stems green with strong reddish overtone and branches reddish to light green.  PARENTAGE: 'Nonpariel' x 'Countess of Aberdeen'.  Lax upright or stiff trailer.  Will make a good basket, upright, miniature or bonsai. Prefers overhead filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Cold weather hardy to 30ºF. Best bloom color in bright to filtered light.  Not all blooms are splotched and some with a few white stripes.  Tested 4 years near Sacramento, California, USA; introduced in 1981.  Distinguished by compact shape, heavy bloom and bloom color.

NORTHUMBRIAN PIPES - No. 1884.  (de Graaff, 1985).  Single. Upright or trailer.  Half flared 9mm (3/8") long x 10mm (3/8") wide COROLLA is light lavender pink (65C) with petals turned up. Half up 10mm (3/8") long x 4mm (1/8") wide SEPALS are china rose (58A/B) on the upper surface, light lavender pink on the lower surface; recurved tips are green.  Proportionately long thin 27mm (1 1/l6") long x 4.5mm (1/8") TUBE is china rose.  STAMENS extend 0-1mm (0-1/l6") below corolla with light neyron rose (55D) filaments and pale yellow (4D) anthers.  PISTIL extends 3mm (1/8") below corolla with neyron rose (55C) style and light neyron rose stigma.  Long shaped BUD.  FOLIAGE is fuchsia green (137A) on the upper surface (137A), lighter (147B/C) on the lower surface with 80mm (3 1/8") long x 30mm (1 1/8") wide obovate shaped leaves, entire to wavy edges, acute tips and bases. PISTIL extends 35mm (1 3/8") below corolla with dawn pink (49A) style and pale yellow (18B) stigma.  60mm (2 3/8") long x 15mm (5/8") wide BUD.  FOLIAGE is dark yellow green (144A) on the upper surface, mid-green (143C) on the lower surface with 80mm (3 1/8") long x 55mm (2 1/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. PARENTAGE:  'Walz Floreat' x 'Golden Glow'.  Stiff trailer.  Will make a good basket.  Prefers full sun.  Best bloom color in bright light. Certificate of Hon- or, Dutch Committee of Inspection, Aalsmeer.  Tested 3 years in Schaijk, Netherlands and introduced in 1984.  Distinguished by  blooms close together in combination with bloom shape and richness.

WALZ TOORTS - No. 1906. (Waldenmaier, 1985).  Single.  Upright. Quarter flared 15mm (5/8") long x wide COROLLA opens signal red (43A) maturing to scarlet (43B) with smooth petal edges. Horizontally held 25mm (1") long x 8mm (1/4") wide SEPALS are crimson (52A).  Proportionately long 35mm (1 3/8") long x 9mm (3/8") wide crimson TUBE is proportion- ately medium thick. STAMENS extend 5mm (1/8") below corolla with carmine rose (52C) filaments and dark cream (158A) anthers.  PIS- TIL extends 20mm (3/4") below corolla with carmine (52B) style and dawn pink (49A) stig- ma.  55mm (2 1/8") long x 15mm (5/8") wide BUD.  FOLIAGE is dark green (139A) on the upper surface, lighter (138B) on the lower sur- face with 85mm (3 3/8") long x 41mm (1 5/8") wide elliptic shaped leaves, entire edges, acute tips and bases. PARENTAGE:  'Leverkusen' x unknown.    Will make a good medium upright.  Prefers full sun in a cool to warm climate and is cold weather hardy to 5-10ºC.  Best bloom color in bright to filtered light.   Certificate of Hon- or, Dutch Committee of Inspection, Aalsmeer.  Tested 7 years in Schaijk, Netherlands and introduced in 1981.  Distinguishing feature: triphylla that stands rainy weather. 

WALZ VUURTOREN - No. 1907.  (Walden- maier, 1985).  Single. Upright.  Quarter flared 15mm (5/8") long x wide COROLLA opens signal red (43A) with smooth petal edges.  Half up 27mm (1 1/16") long x 9mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are carmine (52B) on the upper surface, light pink (55D) on the lower surface with recurved tips.  Proportionately medium 25mm (1") long x 10mm (3/8") wide TUBE is carmine rose (52C). STAMENS extend 20mm (3/4") below corolla with neyron rose (55B) filaments and spinel red (54B) anthers.  PISTIL extends 30mm (1 1/8") below corolla with spinel red style and light yellow (11C) stigma.  45mm (1 3/4") long x 12mm (1/2") wide BUD.  FOLIAGE is emerald green (134A) on the upper surface, lighter (134C) on the lower surface with 60mm (2 3/8") long x 45mm (1 3/4") wide ovate  leaves, entire edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  PARENTAGE: 'Chang' x unknown. Lax upright.  Prefers full sun.  Best bloom color in bright light.  Certificate of Honor, Dutch Committee of Inspection, Aalsmeer.  Requires topping.  Tested 3 years in Schaijk, Nether- lands and introduced in 1982.  Distinguishing features: richer blooming and shaping possible than with parent.

WALZ WAARDIN - No. 1908.  (Walden- maier, 1985).  Single.  Trailer. Three quarter flared wide bell shaped 35mm (1 3/8") long x 45mm (1 3/4") wide COROLLA opens blue (91B) maturing to lilac (76A) with smooth petal edges.  Fully up 40mm (1 5/8") long x 16mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are orient pink (36D) on the upper surface, carmine rose (52D) on the lower surface with green (154B) reflexed tips.  Proportionately medium 20mm (3/4") long x 8mm (1/4") wide TUBE is saffron yellow (19B).  STAMENS extend 20mm (3/4") below corolla with light magenta (73B) filaments and slightly darker (73A) anthers.  PISTIL extends 40mm (1 5/8") below corolla with cream (158B) style and pale magenta (73D) stigma.  BUD is 65mm (2 1/2") long x 30mm (1 1/4") wide.  FOLIAGE is mid-green (143B) on the upper surface, lighter (144B) on the lower surface with 80mm (3 1/8") long x 50mm (2") wide ovate shaped leaves, entire edges, acute tips and rounded bases. PARENTAGE:  'Normandy Bell' x 'Tuonela'.  Stiff trailer.  Will make a good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate.  Best bloom color in filtered or limited light.  Certif- icate of Honor, Dutch Committee of Inspection, Aalsmeer. Tested 3 years in Schaijk, Netherlands and introduced in 1984. Distinguishing feature:  improvement of 'Caroline'.

WALZ WATERVAL - No. 1909.  (Walden- maier, 1985).  Single. Trailer.  Quarter flared 27mm (1 1/16") long x 20mm (3/4") wide COROLLA opens fuchsia purple (67B) maturing slightly redder (66B) with smooth petal edges.  50.5mm (2") long x 14mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are horizontally held at opening, maturing to fully up and are cream (19D) on the upper surface, orient pink (36D) on the lower surface with recurved tips.  Proportionately long thin 30mm (1 1/8") long x 5mm (1/8") wide TUBE is pale yellow (8D). STAMENS extend 3mm (1/8") below corolla with light magenta (66D) filaments and lilac purple (70A) anthers.  PISTIL extends 30mm (1 1/8") below corolla with light pink (62D) style and pale yellow (8C) stigma.  80mm (3 1/8") long x 20mm (3/4") wide BUD.  FOLIAGE is mid-green (134B) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (134C) on the lower surface with 70mm (2 3/4") long x 40mm (1 5/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrated edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  PARENTAGE:  'Normandy Bell' x 'Mrs. W. Rundle'.  Natural trailer.  Will make a good basket.  Prefers over- head filtered light in a cool climate. Best bloom color in filtered light.  Certificate of Honor, Dutch Committee of Inspection, Aalsmeer.  Tested 3 years in Schaijk, Netherlands and introduced in 1984.  Distinguishing feature: cascading trailer.

WENDY LEEDHAM - No.1892.  (Bielby, 1985).  Double.  Upright. Three quarter flared 22mm (7/8") long x 30mm (1 1/8") wide COROLLA is white flushed rose red.  Horizon- tally held 40mm (1 5/8") long x 15mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are delft rose (36D) on the upper surface, rose red (58B) on the lower surface with recurved tips.  Proportionately medium 10mm (3/8") long x 7mm (1/4") wide tube is delft rose.  STAMENS extend 10mm (3/8") below corolla with rose red (58B) filaments and red-purple (58A) anthers. PISTIL extends 25mm (1") below corolla with rose bengal (37B) style and pale yellow (18D) stigma.  Round BUD.  FOLIAGE is mid-green (139B) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (139C) on the lower surface with 50mm (2") long x 35mm (1 3/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are crimson.   PARENTAGE: 'Dollar Princess' x.  Self-branching medium upright.  Will make a good upright, standard or bedding plant. Prefers a cool climate and is cool weather hardy to 32º F.  Best bloom color in filtered light.  Tested 9 years near East Yorkshire, England and introduced in 1978.  Distinguishing feature:  similar to its parent but red and white.

WESTERGEEST - No.1883  (de Graaff, 1985).  Single.  Upright. Quarter flared square 13mm (1/2") long x 15mm (5/8") wide COROLLA opens neyron rose (55A/B) maturing to crimson (52A), wavy petal edges.  Half down 21mm (7/8") long x 9mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are claret rose (50C) on the upper surface, empire rose (50D) on the lower surface; green tips are recurved.  Proportionately medium 10mm (3/8") long x 8mm (1/4") wide TUBE is empire rose and proportionately thick.  STAMENS extend 3mm (1/8") below corolla with spinel red (54B) filaments and pale yellow (2C) blushed red anthers.  PISTIL extends 10mm (3/8") below corolla with venetian pink (49C) style and pale yellow (2D) stigma.  Ovate shaped BUD is pointed.  FOLIAGE is light fuchsia green (137B) on the upper surface, lighter (147B) on the lower surface with 60mm (2 3/8") long x 40mm (1 5/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips, rounded bases and somewhat pubescent.  Veins are light green, stems greyed brown and branches light green blushed reddish.  PARENTAGE:  unknown.  Good small upright.  Prefers full sun in a cool climate.  Best bloom color in bright light.  Needs protection against spider mite.   Award of Merit (VKC, Holland).  Tested 5 years in  Lisse, Holland and introduced in l979.   Distinguishing features:  bloom shape, blooms semi- terminal.

WOODSIDE - No. 1827.  (Dawson /  Kerrielyn Fuchsias, 1985). Upright. Double.  Three- quartered flared 32mm (1 1/4") long x 57mm (2 1/4") wide COROLLA is mid lilac with smooth petal edges. Horizontally held 50mm (2") long x 25mm (1") wide SEPALS are rose red on the upper surface, slightly lighter on the lower sur- face, tips are reflexed.  Proportionately medium 13mm (1/2") long x 10 mm (3/8") wide TUBE is rose red.  STAMENS extend 22mm (7/8") below corolla with pale rose filaments and rose anthers. PISTIL extends 32mm (1 1/4") below corolla with white style and stigma. Heart shaped BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green on the up- per surface, mid-green on the lower surface with 38mm (1 1/2") long x 25mm (1") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins, stems and branches are light green. PARENTAGE: 'Tuonela' x 'Snow- cap'. Medium upright. Will make a good upright or standard.  Prefers full sun and is cold hardy to -2ºF. Best bloom color in bright light.  Late blooming if grown outdoors. Tested 7 years near north Norfolk, England, UK. Distinguished by  large blooms for a hardy fuchsia.
