Tested 3 years in Lisse, The Netherlands and introduced in 1985.  Distinguished by:  small free blooming basket, bloom color combination.

ABBE KOTTONG - No. 2233.  (Murru/Clerin, 1987).  Single.  Upright.  Quarter flared bell shaped 20mm (3/4") long x 18m (3/4") wide COROLLA is white (155D) with crimson (52A) and magenta (67B) veins; wavy to smooth edged turned under petal edges.  Half down 27mm (1 1 /16") long SEPALS are crimson with 4-5 sepals/bloom.  Proportionately medium 9mm (3/8") long TUBE is crimson to dark red (53A).  STAMENS extend 10mm (3/8") below corolla with dark pink (58B) filaments and plum (59A) anthers.  PISTIL extends 31mm (1 1 /4") below corolla with dark pink style and reddish purple (60A) stigma. FOLIAGE is dark green (147A) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (147B) on the lower surface with 37mm (1 1 /2") long x 22mm (7/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins, stems and branches are plum (185A).  PARENTAGE:  'Saturnus' x 'La Campanella'. Self branching small upright will make a good upright, standard or pyramid.  Prefers overhead filtered light in a warm climate with best bloom color in bright to filtered light.  Cold weather hardy to 39ºF.  Propagation restrictions:  3 years Vitrojet Ltd.  Tested 4 years in Lottert, Belgium and introduced in 1983.  Distinguishing features:  shape and color combination of the blooms, early blooming, growth habit.

ADORABLE - No. 2039.  (de Graaff, 1987).  Single.  Trailer.  Three quarter flared 10mm (3/8") long x 5mm (1/8") wide COROLLA is mandarin orange (40C) with wavy petal edges.  Horizontally held 10mm long x 4mm (1/8") wide SEPALS are claret rose (50A) on the upper surface, baby pink (50D) on the lower surface with recurved green tips.  Proportionately long 13mm (1/2") long x 5mm wide claret rose TUBE is of proportionately medium thickness.  STAMENS extend 1mm (1/16") below corolla with mandarin red (41D) filaments and pale yellow (8D) anthers.  PISTIL extends 8mm (1/4") below corolla with mandarin red (41C) style and greyed orange (169A) stigma.  Pointed ovate shaped BUD.  FOLIAGE is medium green (137A) on the upper surface, lighter (137C) on the lower surface with 27mm (1 1/16") long x 20mm (3/4") wide ovate shaped leaves, mostly entire edges, obtuse tips and bases.  Veins and stems are reddish with greyed light brown branches.  PARENTAGE:  'Baby Chang' x F. venusta.  Self branching stiff trailer.  Will make a good basket.  Prefers full sun in a cool climate.  Best bloom color in bright light.  Awards:  Certificate of Honor, Dutch Committee of Inspection, Aalsmeer.  Tested 4 years in Lisse, The Netherlands and introduced in 1985.  Distinguished by:  bloom color and shape.   

AIKA - No. 2199.  (Bögemann, 1987).  Single.  Upright.  Half flared 23mm (7/8") long x 22mm (7/8") wide COROLLA is pink (68A) with wavy petal edges.  Half down 32mm (1 1 /4") long x 10mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are dark magenta (58B) on the upper surface, lighter (58C) on the lower surface with reflexed green tips.  Proportionately medium 25mm (1") long x 7mm (1/4") wide TUBE is dark magenta (58B).  STAMENS do not extend corolla with dark pink (58C) filaments and waxy white anthers.  PISTIL extends 15mm (5/8") below corolla with dark pink (58C) style and stigma.  FOLIAGE is dark green (147A) on the upper surface, lighter (147B) on the lower surface with 65mm (2 1/2") long x 35mm (1 3/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, entire edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins and branches are medium green with greyish brown stems.    PARENTAGE:  F.magdalenae x 'Ting-A-Ling'.  Self branching small upright will make a good basket or upright.   Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light.  Award of Merit, VKC Holland 1984.  Tested 4 years in Leezdorf, West Germany and introduced in 1984.  Distinguished by:  uniquely formed petals.

ALTHEA GREEN - No. 2143.   (Caunt, 1987).  Single.  Trailer.  Quarter flared 30mm (1 1/4") long x 35mm (1 3/8") wide COROLLA opens rosy purple, pink at base and deeper at edges with rose madder veins maturing to deepish rose with smooth petal edges.  Half up 40mm (1 5/8") long x 15mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are white flushed and lined rose madder on the upper surface, pale rose with a white base on the lower surface and green recurved tips.  Proportionately thick 15mm long x 10mm (3/8") wide deep rose madder  lined white TUBE is of proportionately medium length.  STAMENS extend 15mm below corolla with rose madder filaments and anthers.  PISTIL extends 15mm below corolla with rose madder style and 4 pointed white flushed rose stigma.  Longish pointed BUD.  FOLIAGE is midgreen with paler areas on the upper surface, palish green on the lower surface with 60mm (2 3/8") long x 30mm (1 1/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, obtuse tips and rounded bases.  Veins are green with a red midrib; stems and branches reddish green.  PARENTAGE:  'Ruthie' x.  Natural trailer.  Will make a good basket or weeping standard.  Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom and foliage color in filtered light.  Tested 5 years in Worksop, Nottinghamshire, England, UK.  Distinguished by:  vigorous growth, bloom color, long period of blooming.  

ALVIA OF SACRAMENTO - No. 2153.  (Walker, 1987).  Semi-double.  Upright or trailer.  Half to three quarter flared and pleated 5-8mm (1/8-1/4") long x 10-12mm (3/8-1/2") wide COROLLA opens amethyst violet shading darker at tips with a pink base maturing to light greyed reddish violet with smooth petal edges.  3-5mm (1/8") long PETALOIDS are amethyst violet. Fully up 10mm long x 10mm wide SEPALS are rose-pink lightly striped dark rose on the upper surface, darker on the lower surface with reflexed tips.  12-15mm (1/2-5/8") long x 5-8mm wide TUBE is white flushed rose.  STAMENS extend 2-4mm (1/16-1/8") below corolla with rose filaments and whitish grey anthers.  PISTIL extends 10-15mm below corolla with rosy pink style and stigma.  Shortened ovate BUD.  FOLIAGE is dark green on the upper surface, lighter on the lower surface with 38-44mm (1 1/2-1 3/4") long x 13mm (1/2") wide elongated ovate leaves, entire edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins are reddish green with red stems and greenish brown branches.  PARENTAGE:  'Rose-N-Blue' x 'Sacramento Pink'.  Small to medium lax upright or stiff trailer.  Will make a good basket, upright, standard or pillar.  Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool to warm climate with best bloom color in bright light.  Cold weather hardy to 30ºF.   Awards:  first 1986 Sacramento Show.  Likes well drained soil, good upright without pinching.  Tested 5 years near Sacramento and Fort Bragg,  California USA.  Distinguishing features:  clustered prolific bloom over long period, bloom color.

Quarter flared bell shaped 15mm (5/8") long x 15mm wide COROLLA opens red (46A) with an orange base (44A) and pink (58C) veins maturing lighter (53A); smooth to wavy turned under petal edges. Half up 35mm (1 3/8") long x11mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are light pink (37D) shading to pink (50C) with light green (149A) recurved tips.  Proportionately long thin 20mm (3/4") long TUBE is light pink (37D) shading to pink (58C).  STAMENS extend 15mm below corolla with magenta (63B) filaments and plum (59B) anthers.  PISTIL extends 35mm (1 3/8") below corolla with magenta (58B) style and light yellow (11C) stigma.  Square shaped BUD.  FOLIAGE is medium green (137A) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (147B) on the lower surface with 65mm (2 1/2") long x 32mm (1 1 /4") wide lanceolate leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins are light yellow green (148B) with plum (59B) stems and plum (184B) branches.  PARENTAGE:  unknown x 'Orange Flare'.   Self branching medium upright, standard, pyramid or pillar.  Prefers overhead filtered light in a warm climate with best bloom color in filtered light.   Propagation restrictions:  3 years Vitrojet Ltd.  Tested 7 years in Lottert and Arlon, Belgium and introduced in 1982.  Distinguishing features:  bloom shape and color, growing habit.

ANDREW HADFIELD - No. 2114.  (Rowell, 1987).  Single.  Upright.  Three quarter flared 16mm (5/8") long x 15mm (5/8") wide COROLLA is orchid blue with pink veins and white base; smooth petal edges.  Half up 23mm (7/8") long x 9mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are carmine fading to cream with reflexed green tips.  Sepals are red if grown in bright light.    Proportionately medium TUBE is carmine.  STAMENS extend 20mm (3/4") below corolla with pink filaments and white maturing to red anthers.  PISTIL extends 30mm (1 1 /8") below corolla with pale pink style and pink stigma.  Pointed BUD.   Upright bloom.  FOLIAGE is medium green on the upper surface, lighter on the lower surface with 43mm (1 3/4") long x 25mm (1") wide elliptic shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins are medium green with green stems and branches.  PARENTAGE:  'Estelle Marie' x unknown.  Self branching small upright.  Will make a good upright or standard.  Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light.  Awards:  first: North Staffs. and S. Cheshire Shows.  May need support due to weight of blooms.  Tested 3 years near Stoke-on-Trent, England, UK and introduced in 1986.  Distinguished by:  profuse blooming.

ANN ADAMS - No. 2160.  (Redfern, 1987).  Double.  Upright.  Three quarter flared ruffled 29mm (1 1 /8") long x 22mm (7/8") wide COROLLA opens white with pink (66B) veins at base maturing with a slight pinky hue; smooth petal edges.  Horizontally held 44mm (1 3/4") long x 16mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are white edged pink at base on the upper surface (matures pink in the open), white tinged pink on the lower surface with green recurved tips.  Proportionately medium 19mm (3/4") long x 10mm (3/8") wide TUBE is creamy pink with pink veins (maturing pink in the open).  STAMENS extend 19mm below corolla with pink (66C) filaments and anthers.  PISTIL extends 32mm (1 1/4") below corolla with cream style and creamy yellow stigma.  Pear shaped BUD.  FOLIAGE is midgreen (137C) on the upper surface, slightly lighter on the lower surface with 51mm (2") long x 38mm (1 1/2") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins and branches are red with brown stems.  PARENTAGE:  ('Fiona' x 'Sleigh Bells') x 'Morning Glow'.   Will make a good medium upright, standard, decorative, trellis, bedding plant, patio/tub plant or weighted basket.  Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light.  Tested 5 years in Derbyshire and Leicestershire, England UK and introduced by R.&J. Pacey.  Distinguished by:  compactness.

ANN MARGARET - No. 2111. (Gibbs, 1987).  Double.  Upright.  Three quarter flared 51mm (2") long x 29mm (1 1 /8") wide COROLLA is creamy white (55A) with some petals veined neyron rose; each pleated petal with wavy petal edges.  Fully up 35mm (1 3/8") long x 16mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are waxy white on the upper surface, creped white with a pink tinge on the lower surface with recurved tips.  Proportionately short white veined green 13mm (1/2") long x 7mm (1/4") wide TUBE is of proportionately medium width.  STAMENS extend 19mm (3/4")  below corolla with white (55B) flushed pale pink filaments and anthers.  PISTIL extends 41mm (1 5/8") below corolla with white style and creamy white stigma.  Ovoid BUD.  FOLIAGE is yellowish green (147B) on the upper surface, lighter (147C) on the lower surface with 64mm (2 1/2") long x 29mm (1 1/8") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins are pale green with dull red stems and branches.  PARENTAGE:  'Joe Kusber' x 'Hula Girl'.  Self branching small upright.  Will make a good upright or standard.  Prefers  a warm climate and is heat tolerant if shaded with best bloom color in filtered light.  Easy to propagate and appears disease resistant.  Tested 4 years in Newbury, Berkshire and Edenbridge, Kent, England UK.  Distinguishing features:  easy to grow white cultivar, bloom-foliage contrast.

ANTHONETTA - No. 2183.   (Netjes, 1987).  Single.  Upright or trailer.  Quarter flared 5mm (1/8") long x 7mm (1/4") wide COROLLA opens violet blue (86B) maturing to light violet (78A) with smooth petal edges.  Horizontally held 10mm (3/8") long x 5mm wide SEPALS are carmine (52B) with recurved tips.  Carmine TUBE is 4mm (1/8") long x 3mm (1/8") wide.  STAMENS extend 5mm below corolla with red (52A) filaments and carmine anthers.  PISTIL extends 10mm below corolla with red style and light pink (52D) stigma.  Ovate BUD.  FOLIAGE is dark green (147A) on the upper surface, lighter (147B) on the lower surface with 16mm (5/8") long x 12mm (1/2") wide ovate shaped leaves, mostly entire edges, rounded to obtuse tips and cordate bases.  Veins are reddish with reddish purple stems and greyed brown branches.  PARENTAGE:  'La Campanella' x unknown.  Small lax upright or stiff trailer.  Will make a good basket, pyramid, pillar or miniature.  Prefers full sun in a cool climate with best bloom color in bright light.  Award of Merit, VKC Holland 1985.  Tested 5 years in Oegstgeest, The Netherlands and introduced in 1985. Distinguishing feature:  looks like encliandra type miniature with normal upstanding blooms.

ARELER LAND - No. 2210.  (Murru/Clerin, 1987).  Semi-double.  Trailer.  Half flared bell shaped 18mm (3/4") long x 20mm (3/4") wide COROLLA opens  pink (65A) shading to dark violet (90B) maturing to pink (65A) shading to purple (80A/83D) with light pink (58D) veins and smooth to wavy turned under petal edges.  10mm (3/8") long x 4mm (1/8") wide PETALOIDS are same color as corolla.  Half up 33mm (1 1/4") long x 10mm wide SEPALS are dark pink (58B) shading lighter (58D) on the upper surface, dark pink (58B) on the lower surface with light green (149B) recurved tips.  Proportionately medium thickness dark pink (58B) TUBE is proportionately short.  STAMENS extend 16mm (5/8") below corolla with rose (64D) filaments and magenta (60D) anthers.  PISTIL extends 30mm (1 1/8") below corolla with light pink (58D) style and light coral (36C) stigma.  Rounded pointed BUD.  FOLIAGE is medium green (146A) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (146B) on the lower surface with 55mm (2 1/8") long x 27mm (1 1/16") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and bases.  Veins, stems and branches are plum (184B).  PARENTAGE:  'Mission Bells' x 'Eva Boerg'.  Self branching natural trailer will make a good basket.  Prefers overhead filtered light to full sun in a warm climate with best bloom color in bright to filtered light.  Propagation restriction:  3 years Vitrojet Ltd.  Tested 7 years in Lottert, Belgium and introduced in 1982.  Distinguishing features:  bloom color and shape, growth habit.

ARLETTE GORRISSEN - No. 2167.  (Dumonceau, 1987).  Double.  Trailer.  Full flared bell shaped 30mm (1 1 /8") long x 19mm (3/4") wide COROLLA opens light purple (88B) maturing to violet (84A) with wavy petal edges.  12mm (1/2") long x 10mm (3/8") wide PETALOIDS are violet.  Horizontally held 51mm (2") long x 27mm (1 1/16") wide SEPALS are white (155C) on the upper surface, white (155D) on the lower surface with recurved tips.  Proportionately medium white (155B) TUBE is 27mm long.  STAMENS extend 37mm (1 1/2") below corolla with dark pink (57C) filaments and reddish purple (58A) anthers.  PISTIL extends 46mm (1 3/4") below corolla with light lavender (76D) style and white (155D) stigma.  Pointed ovate BUD.  FOLIAGE is midgreen (147B) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (138B) on the lower surface with 67mm (2 5/8") long x 36mm (1 3/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins are green with greyed orange stems and greyed red branches.  PARENTAGE:  'Quasar' x 'White Galore'.  Stiff trailer will make a good basket.  Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light.  Difficult to propagate, likes heavy (clay) soil.  Tested 4 years near Charleroi, Belgium.  Distinguished by:  bloom color, profuse blooms.

AUTUMN ORANGE - No. 2078.  (Sharpe/Proffit, 1987)  Double.  Upright.  Three quarter flared square 19mm (3/4") long x 19mm wide COROLLA opens brick red (HCC 16) maturing to china rose (24/1) with smooth petal edges.  Horizontally held 38mm (1 1/2") long x 19mm wide  SEPALS are jasper red (18/3) on the upper surface, slightly darker (18/2) on the lower surface with recurved tips.  Proportionately medium TUBE is pale pink (516/2) striped darker pink.  STAMENS extend 44mm (1 3/4") below corolla with burnt orange (14/3) filaments and magenta rose (27) anthers.  PISTIL extends 44mm below corolla with rose opal (22/2) style and cream stigma.  Short pointed BUD.  FOLIAGE is sage green (861/3) on the upper surface, slightly darker (861/1) on the lower surface with 51mm (2") long x 32mm (1 1/4") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins, stems and branches are green.  PARENTAGE:  'Sleigh Bells' x ('Blush of Dawn' x 'La Campanella').  Self branching small upright.  Prefers a cool climate but is heat tolerant if shaded.  Best bloom color in filtered light.  Tested 3 years near Mt. Egmont, Taranaki, New Zealand.  Distinguished by:  corolla color combination.

AVERIL LUNN - No. 2241.  (Johnson/Laburnum, 1987).  Single.  Upright.  Nonflaring straight 30mm (1 1 /8") long x 30mm  wide COROLLA is light reddish purple (HCC 630/1) with smooth petal edges.  Fully up 40mm (1 5/8") long x 10mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are rose (623/1) with recurved tips.  Proportionately short medium thickness TUBE is rose (623/1).  STAMENS extend 20mm (3/4") below corolla with pink (627/3) filaments and brown (918/3) anthers.  PISTIL extends 30mm below corolla with pink (627/2) style and pink (627/1) stigma.  Long rounded BUD.  FOLIAGE is dark green (960/1) on the upper surface, light green (862) on the lower surface with 70mm (2 3/4") long x 45mm (1 3/4") wide cordate shaped leaves, entire edges, acute tips and cordate bases.  Veins, stems and branches are light green.  PARENTAGE:  'String of Pearls' x unknown.  Self branching small upright, standard or decorative.   Prefers overhead filtered light in a warm climate with best bloom color in filtered light.  Cold weather hardy to 36ºF.  Use weak liquid fertilizer.  Tested 3 years in Leicester, England, UK.  Distinguished by:  bloom color combination.  

BARBARA ANNE - No. 2112.  (Gibbs, 1987).  Semi-double.  Upright.  Half flared bell shaped 32mm (1 1 /4") long x 32mm wide COROLLA opens beetroot purple (72B) veined crimson maturing to cyclamen purple (74B) with an empire rose (48D) base and wavy petal edges.  7mm (1/4") long PETALOIDS are cyclamen purple.  Fully up 48mm (1 7/8") long x 16mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are crimson (52A) on the upper surface, creped crimson on the lower surface with recurved tips.  Proportionately long thin 19mm (3/4") long x 7mm wide TUBE is carmine (52B).  STAMENS extend 13mm (1/2") below corolla with crimson filaments and very pale pink anthers.  PISTIL extends 13mm below corolla with carmine rose (52C) style and creamy pink stigma.  Slightly squared oval BUD.  FOLIAGE is mid green (147B) on the upper surface, lighter on the lower surface with 51mm (2") long x 38mm (1 1 2/") wide leaves with serrate edges, acute tips and bases.  Veins are light green with 1/3 central vein dull red and dull red stems and branches.  PARENTAGE:  'Top Score' x ' Coquet Dale'.  Self branching small upright.  Will make a good upright, bedding plant or standard,  Prefers full sun with best bloom color in bright light.  Easy to root, needs a couple of early pinches.  Tested 4 years in Newbury Berks and Edenbridge Kent, England UK.  Distinguishing features:  practically color fast flared bloom with apparent disease resistance.  

BARBARA SCHNEIDER - No. 2194.  (Wood, 1987).  Single.  Upright.  Nonflaring 19mm (3/4") long x 11mm (7/16") wide COROLLA opens red maturing to reddish purple with smooth petal edges.  Horizontally held 19mm long x 7mm (1/4") wide SEPALS are reddish pink on the upper surface, pinkish white on the lower surface with recurved tips.  Proportionately long thin 22mm (7/8") long x 5mm (3/16") wide TUBE is pinkish red.  STAMENS extend 25mm (1") below corolla with pink filaments and red anthers.  PISTIL extends 16mm (5/8") below corolla with pink style and stigma.  Long thin BUD.  FOLIAGE is dark green on the upper surface, reddish green on the lower surface with 64mm (2 1/2") long x 41mm (1 5/8") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and cordate bases.  Veins are green with reddish green stems and red branches.  PARENTAGE:  'Mephisto' x 'Tom West'.  Self branching medium upright, standard or pyramid.  Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom and foliage color in filtered light.  Easy to propagate.  Tested 4 years in Shelton and Tacoma, Washington; Oxnard, California USA and Surry, British Columbia, Canada.  Distinguishing feature: takes all temperature exposures.

BASHFUL LADY - No. 2079  (Sharpe/Proffit, 1987).  Semi-double.  Upright.  Nonflaring bell shaped 29mm (1 1/8") long x 25mm (1") wide COROLLA is rhodonite red (HCC 22) shading lighter at base with smooth petal edges.  19mm (3/4") long PETALOIDS are same color as corolla.  Half up 35mm (1 3/8") long x 13mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are white on the upper surface, creped white on the lower surface with recurved tips.  Proportionately short 13mm long x 10mm (3/8") wide cream TUBE is of proportionately medium thickness.  STAMENS extend 13mm below corolla with rhodonite red (22/2) filaments and brown anthers.  PISTIL extends 19mm below corolla with white style and cream stigma.  Fat pointed BUD.  FOLIAGE is leek green (858) on the upper surface, sage green (861) on the lower surface with 51mm (2") long x 38mm (1 1/2") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in bright light.  Certificate of Honor, Dutch Committee of Inspection, Aalsmeer.  Tested 3 years in Schaijk, The Netherlands and introduced in 1985.  Distinguished by:  extreme bloom shape.  

WALZ VUURPIJL - No. 2075.  (Waldenmaier, 1987).  Single.  Trailer.  Quarter flared 15mm (5/8") long x 20mm (3/4") wide COROLLA is mandarin red (40B) with smooth petal edges.  Horizontally held 27mm (1 1/16") long x 11mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are peach (29A) with reflexed yellow green tips.  Proportionately long 32mm (1 1 /4") long x 7mm (1/4") wide peach TUBE is of proportionately medium thickness. Distinguished by:  bloom color.

Prefers overhead filtered light to full sun with best bloom color in bright to filtered light.  Certificate of Honor, Dutch Committee of Inspection, Aalsmeer.  Tested 3 years in Schaijk, The Netherlands and introduced in 1985.  Distinguished by: bloom color and shape.         

WEDDING BELLS - No. 2136.  (Fleming, 1987)  Single.  Upright or trailer.  Half flared bell shaped 25mm (1") long x 19mm (3/4") wide COROLLA opens lavender (76A) with a white base maturing slightly redder (75A) with smooth petal edges.  Horizontally held 32mm (1 1 /4") long x 41mm (1 5/8") wide SEPALS are white tinted pink (62A) with reflexed yellowish green tips.  Proportionately short 7mm (1/4") long x 8mm (5/16") wide white tinted pink TUBE is of proportionately medium thickness.  STAMENS extend 7mm below corolla with dark red (60A) filaments and anthers. Fully up 21mm (7/8") long x 3mm (1/8") wide SEPALS are neyron rose (55B) on the upper surface, lighter (55C) on the lower surface with reflexed tips.  Proportionately long thin13mm (1/2") long x 1.5-3mm (1/16-1/8") wide TUBE is spinel red (54C).  STAMENS extend 10mm below corolla with light neyron rose (55D) filaments and brownish (184C) anthers. Will make a good upright or pyramid.  Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate.  Best bloom color in filtered light.  Award of Merit, VKC Holland 1985.  Tested 3 years in Lisse, The Netherlands and introduced in 1985.  Distinguished by:  bloom shape.  

WESTGATE - No. 2130.  (Bielby-Oxtoby, 1987).  Single.  Trailer. Non-flaring 7mm (1/4") long x 7mm wide orange (40C) COROLLA is streaked white with  smooth petal edges.  Fully down 10mm (3/8") long x 5mm (1/8") wide SEPALS are orange on the upper surface, poppy red (40D) on the lower surface with green reflexed tips.  Proportionately long thin 45mm (1 3/4") long x 5mm wide TUBE is orange.  STAMENS do not extend below corolla with pale neyron rose (56D) filaments and white anthers.  PISTIL does not extend below corolla with dawn pink (49A) style and white stigma.  Long thin BUD.  Triphylla type bloom.  FOLIAGE is dark velvety green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (138A) on the lower surface with 60mm (2 3/8") long x 35mm (1 3/8") wide elliptic shaped pubescent leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins are green with red stems and branches.  PARENTAGE:  'Gartenmeister Bonstedt' x.  Natural trailer which will make a good basket.   Prefers overhead filtered light in a warm climate wth best bloom color in filtered light.  Cold weather hardy to 32ºF.  Needs early pinching.  Tested 5 years in East Yorkshire, England UK. Corolla is more than horizontally flared in a complete circle.  Fully up 30mm (1 1 /8") long x 11mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are crimson (52A) on the upper surface, carmine (52B) on the lower surface with recurved tips. Distinguished by:  profuse blooms, bloom shape, spreading of stamens.  

WIBKE - No. 2208.  (Bögemann, 1987).  Single.  Upright.  Quarter flared 5mm (1/8") long x 5mm wide COROLLA is pink (55A) with wavy petal edges. Fully down 20mm (3/4") long x 8mm (1/4") wide SEPALS are pink with green reflexed tips.  Proportionately medium 22mm (7/8") long x 6mm (1/4") wide TUBE is pink.  STAMENS extend 3-5mm (1/8") below corolla with dark pink (61C) filaments and cream (4D) anthers.  PISTIL extends 15mm (5/8") below corolla with light pink (55C) style and cream stigma.  FOLIAGE is medium green (137A) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (138A) on the lower surface with 40mm (1 5/8") long x 33mm (1 1/4") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and cordate bases.   Veins are reddish green with greyish brown stems and medium green branches.  PARENTAGE:  'Leverkusen' x unknown.  Self branching small upright.  Prefers full sun with best bloom color in bright light.  Tested 4 years in Leezdorf, West Germany and introduced in 1985.   Distinguishing feature:  new color for triphylla type bloom.

WILLY GRUND - No. 2225.  (Murru/Clerin, 1987).  Double.  Upright.  Nonflaring bell shaped 40mm (1 5/8") long x 35mm (1 3/8") wide COROLLA is pink (58C)/reddish purple (74B) with smooth to wavy turned under petal edges.  25mm (1") long x 16mm (5/8") wide PETALOIDS are same color as corolla.  Half down 50mm (2") long x 19mm (3/4") SEPALS are light pink (55D)/pink (58C) on the upper surface, pink (58C) on the lower surface with light green (149B) recurved tips.  Proportionately long thick 18mm (3/4") long TUBE is pink (58C) with dark pink (58B) veins.  STAMENS do not extend below corolla with pink (58C) filaments and dark reddish purple (61A) anthers.  PISTIL extends 20mm (7/8") below corolla with light pink (73C) style and yellow (8C) stigma.  Ovate shaped BUD.  FOLIAGE is dark green (147A) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (147B) on the lower surface with 82mm (3 1/4") long x 48mm (1 7/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins, stems and branches are plum (184B).  PARENTAGE:  'Fly-by-Night' x 'Uncle Charley'.  Self branching small upright, standard, pyramid or pillar.  Prefers overhead filtered light in a warm climate with best bloom color in filtered light.   Propagation restriction:  3 years Vitrojet Ltd.  Tested 3 years in Lottert, Belgium.  Distinguishing features:  bloom shape and color combination, growth habit, early blooming.

WINKLEPICKER - No. 2140.  (Brouwer, 1987).  Double.  Trailer.  Quarter flared 35mm (1 3/8") long x 30mm (1 1/8") wide COROLLA is delft rose (46D) with a white base and wavy petal edges.  Half down 80mm (3 1/8") long x 15mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are nearly white flushed very faint rose on the upper surface, white flushed very faint rose on the lower surface with recurved tips.  Proportionately short thin 36mm ( 3/8") long x 6mm (1/4") wide TUBE is pale yellow (4D).  STAMENS extend 18mm(3/4") below corolla with neyron rose (55C) filaments and buttercup yellow (16D) anthers.  PISTIL extends 33mm (1 1 /4") below corolla with neyron rose (55D) style and pale yellow-orange (19D) stigma.  Curved pointed BUD.   FOLIAGE is midgreen (137C) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (138B) on the lower surface with 110mm (4 1/3") long x 70mm (2 3/4") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  PARENTAGE:  'White King' x 'Mrs. W. Rundle'.  Natural trailer.  Will make a good basket.  Prefers overhead filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded with best bloom color in filtered light.  Award of Merit, 1986 VKC Aalsmeer, The Netherlands.  Tested 3 years in Arnhem, The Netherlands and introduced in 1986.  Distinguished by:  large blooming trailer, easy to grow.   

WISTARIA BLUE - No. 2095.  (Sharpe/Proffit, 1987).  Single.  Upright.  Quarter flared bell shaped 25mm (1") long x 25mm wide COROLLA opens wistaria blue (HCC 640/3) maturing to sea lavender violet (637/3) with smooth petal edges.  7mm (1/4") long x 13mm (1/2") wide PETALOIDS are wistaria blue splashed pink.  Fully up 25mm long x 13mm wide SEPALS are green and white on the upper surface, pink and green on the lower surface with recurved tips.  Proportionately medium 13mm long x 13mm wide TUBE is cream streaked pink.  STAMENS extend 13mm below corolla with rhodamine red filaments and brown anthers.  PISTIL extends 25mm below corolla with white style and cream stigma.  Short pointed BUD.  FOLIAGE is sage green (861) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (861/1) on the lower surface with 64mm (2 1/2") long x 38mm (1 1/2") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins, stems and branches are green.  PARENTAGE:  ('Blush of Dawn' x 'La Campanella') x ('So Big' x 'Party Frock').  Small upright.  Prefers a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light.  Grows well in most conditions.  Tested 3 years near Mt. Egmont, Taranaki, New Zealand.  Distinguished by:  bloom color combination.

WOKINGE FAYRE - No. 2133.  (Weeks, 1987).  Single.   Upright.  Non flared 19mm (3/4") long x 19mm wide COROLLA is violet/orange with smooth petal edges.  Half down 38mm (1 1 /2") long x 13mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are whitish pink on the upper surface, salmon orange on the lower surface with light green recurved tips.  16mm (5/8") long x 7mm (1/4") wide TUBE is coral/cream, tipped green.  STAMENS extend 19mm below corolla with pink filaments and cream anthers. PISTIL extends 10mm (3/8") below corolla with light pink style and cream stigma.  Pointed oval BUD.  FOLIAGE is medium green on the upper surface, light green on the lower surface with 44mm (1 3/4") long x 25mm (1") wide leaves with serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins, stems and branches are mauve.  PARENTAGE:  'Ting-A-Ling' x 'Orange Crush'.  Small to medium upright.  Prefers full sun in a cool climate with best bloom color in bright light.   Sheds its seed pods.  Tested 4 years in St. Johns, Woking, Surrey, England UK and introduced in 1983.  Distinguished by:  early blooming.

ZILDA CATHERINE FRIOB - No. 2226.  (Murru/Clerin, 1987).  Single.  Trailer.  Quarter flared bell shaped 23mm (7/8") long x 23mm wide COROLLA opens light pink (62B)/light purple (80B) maturing to light pink (62B/light reddish purple (71C) with smooth to wavy turned under petal edges.  15mm (5/8") long single PETALOID is same color as corolla.  Half up 40mm (1 5/8") long x 15mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are dark pink (61D) with recurved tips.  Proportionately long medium thickness dark pink (61D) TUBE is 18mm (3/4") long.  STAMENS extend 10mm (3/8") below corolla with light pink (63D) filaments and dark reddish purple (60A) anthers.  PISTIL extends 20mm (3/4") below corolla with pink (58C) style and yellow (10C) stigma.  Square shaped BUD.  FOLIAGE is yellowish green (146B) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (146C) on the lower surface with 62mm (2 1/2") long x 30mm (1 1 /8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Veins, stems and branches are maroon (60A).  PARENTAGE:  'Swingtime' x 'Rose of Castile Improved'.  Self branching stiff trailer will make a good basket.  Prefers overhead filtered light to full sun in a warm climate with best bloom color in bright to filtered light.  Propagation restriction:  3 years Vitrojet Ltd.  Tested 3 years in Lottert, Belgium.  Distinguishing features:  bloom color combination, growth habit, foliage shape.
