Veins are light olive green with medium green stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Flirtation Waltz' x 'Mariam'. Self branching small upright, standard or pyramid. Prefers overhead filtered light and is cold weather hardy to 39°F. Best bloom color in filtered light. Tested 5 years in Lottert, Belgium. Distinguished by: bloom color and shape. 

ABER FALLS - No. 2278 (Howarth, 1988) Single. Upright. Quarter flared 29mm (1 1/8") long x 19mm (3/4") wide COROLLA is white with pale pink veining and smooth petal edges. Fully up 57mm (2 1/4") long x 10mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are white flushed pink on the upper surface, a definite white stripe down center of sepal on the lower surface with recurved tips. Proportionately medium 19mm long x 10mm wide TUBE is pink. STAMENS extend 19mm below corolla with pink filaments and rose pink anthers. PISTIL extends 32mm (1 1 /4") below corolla with white style and yellow stigma. Long pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green with 51mm (2") long x 38mm wide cordate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and bases. Veins are pink with red stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Annabel' x 'Piper'. Small upright or standard. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Easy to grown and shape. Tested 4 years in Llanrhos, Llandudno, North Wales, UK. Distinguished by: good bloom substance and color.

AIN'T SHE SWEET - No. 2293 (McLaughlin, 1988) Semi-double to double. Upright or trailer. Quarter flared compact 29mm (1 1/8") long x 19mm (3/4") wide COROLLA is dark reddish purple (61A) with light crimson (52A) streaks and smooth petal edges. Multiple sized PETALOIDS are dark reddish purple (61A) with light crimson (52A) centers. Half up 32mm (1 1/4") long x 8mm (1/4") wide SEPALS are light crimson (52A) with recurved tips. Proportionately long thin 15mm (5/8") long x 4mm (1/8") wide TUBE is light crimson (52A). STAMENS extend 3-6mm (1/8-1/4") below corolla with pink (62A) filaments and tan (166B) anthers. PISTIL extends 32mm (1 1/4") below corolla with pink (62A) style and pale green (149D) stigma. Medium length thin pointed BUD is light crimson (52A). New FOLIAGE is yellow green (154A) maturing to medium green (137A) on the upper surface, light green (145C) maturing darker (139C) on the lower surface with 61mm (2 3/8") long x 32mm wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are tan (166A). PARENTAGE: 'Tecumseh' x 'Knockout'. Stiff trailer or small upright will make a good basket, decorative, upright or pot plant. Prefers overhead filtered light in a warm climate and is heat tolerant if shaded. Cold weather hardy to 28°F. Best bloom color in bright to filtered light. Heat and wind tolerant. Tested 3 years near San Juan Bautista, California, USA. Distinguished by: profuse blooming on compact plant.

ALANNETTE'S DELIGHT - No. 2299 (Davey, 1988) Double. Upright. Three quarter flared 33mm (1 1/4") long x 45mm (1 3/4") wide COROLLA opens purple (82A) maturing to reddish purple (78A) with smooth petal edges. Half up 39mm (1 1/2")  long x 17mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are rose (58C) on the upper surface, creped slightly darker (58B) on the lower surface with recurved tips. Proportionately medium 10mm (3/8") long x 7mm (1/4") wide TUBE is rose (58C). STAMENS extend 20mm (3/4") below corolla with rose (58C) filaments and magenta (60A) anthers. PISTIL extends 23mm (7/8") below corolla with rose (58C) style and yellow (5C) stigma. Square barrel shaped BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (137B) on the upper surface, lighter (138B) on the lower surface with 66mm (2 5/8") long x 45mm (1 3/4") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are green with reddish purple stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Mission Bells' x 'Flirtation Waltz'. Small upright or standard. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light. Cold weather to 32°F. Easy to grow. Tested 3 years in Llantwit Major, South Wales, UK. Distinguishing features: profuse blooming over long period, strong growth.

ALICE ROWELL - No. 2321 (Rowell, 1988) Double. Upright or trailer. Three quarter flared 32mm (1 1/4") long x 50mm (2") wide COROLLA opens purplish pink maturing to dark rose with smooth petal edges. 21mm (7/8")  long x 14mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are orange streaked dark pink. Fully up 35mm (1 3/8") long x 18mm (3/4") wide SEPALS are rose on the upper surface, creped rose on the lower surface with recurved tips. Proportionately medium TUBE is rose. STAMENS extend 18mm (3/4") below corolla with pink filaments and pale pink anthers. PISTIL extends 30mm 1 1/8") below corolla with pale pink style and pink stigma. Round pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green on the upper surface, light green on the lower surface with 59mm (2 3/8") long x 39mm (1 1/2") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and stems are red with dark red branches. PARENTAGE: 'Ridestar' x unknown. Self branching lax upright or stiff trailer will make a good basket or staked upright. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Best foliage color in shade. Tested 4 years near Stoke-on-Trent, England UK. Distinguished by: profuse bloom.

ALL SQUARE - No. 2335 (Adams, 1988) Single. Upright. Half flared 35mm (1 3/8") long x 10mm (3/8") wide COROLLA opens square and red flushed pink at base; pink edged red and loosely flaring when mature with wavy petal edges. Half up 40mm (1 5/8") long x 10mm wide SEPALS are pink on the upper surface, creped pink on the lower surface with green recurved tips. Proportionately medium length pink TUBE is 15mm (5/8") long x 5mm (1/8") wide and proportionately thin. STAMENS extend 20mm (3/4") below corolla with pink filaments and plum anthers. PISTIL extends 50mm (2") below corolla with pink style and white stigma. 30mm (1 1 /8") long pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green on the upper surface, light green on the lower surface with 65mm (2 1/2") long x 40mm (1 5/8") wide ovate shaped leaf, serrulate to wavy edge, acute tip and rounded base. Veins are white with red stems and branches. PARENTAGE: unknown. Self branching small upright. Prefers a warm climate with best bloom color in bright light. Late to bloom, easy to propagate. Tested 9 years in Cardiff and Midlands, England UK. Distinguished by: bloom shape.

AMATO'S JEWEL - No. 2266 (Richardson, 1988) Double. Trailer. Full flared round flat 30mm (1 1/8") long x 90mm (3 1/2") wide COROLLA opens purple (78A) with violet (87A)/white inner petals maturing to violet purple (80A) flushed white with wavy and toothed petal edges. Horizontally held 65mm (2 1/2) long x 25mm (1") wide SEPALS are white tinged dark pink (58B) on the upper surface, white tinged light pink (58D) on the lower surface with light green recurved tips. Sepals are whiter under shader conditions.  Proportionately medium thickness 15mm (5/8") long x 6mm (1/4") wide dark pink (58B) TUBE is proportionately short. STAMENS extend ±10mm (3/8") below corolla with white filaments and plum anthers. PISTIL extends 50mm (2") below corolla with white style and greenish yellow stigma. Tapered BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (143A) on the upper surface, light green (143C) on the lower surface with 75mm (3") long x 50mm ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases.  Midvein is red with reddish green stems and brown branches. PARENTAGE:  'White King' x 'Jane Elizabeth'. Natural trailer will make a good basket or standard. Prefers overhead filtered light in a warm to cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Cold weather hardy to 0°C. Plant Rights in New Zealand. Needs pinching, easy to grow. Tested 3 years in Montrose, Australia. Distinguished by: profuse large blooms, bloom color.

Quarter flared  35mm (1 3/8") long x 50mm (2") wide COROLLA is white (155D) veined rose (61D) with both turned under and up smooth petal edges. Horizontally held 45mm (1 3/4") long x 25mm (1") wide SEPALS are magenta (58B) shading to rose (58D) shading to white (155B) on the upper surface, rose (61D) shading rose/white on the lower surface with pale yellowish green (149C) reflexed tips. Proportionately short thin 15mm (5/8") long TUBE is magenta (58B). STAMENS extend 15mm below corolla with rose (61D) filaments and anthers. PISTIL extends 20mm (3/4") below corolla with rose (61D) style and pale orange (27B) stigma. Rounded BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, yellowish green (146B) on the lower surface with 80mm (3 1/8") long x 40mm (1 5/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and stems are plum (184C) with plum (187B) branches. PARENTAGE: 'La Fiesta' x 'Nancy Lou'. Lax upright, standard or pillar. Prefers overhead filtered light and is cold weather hardy to 39°F. Best bloom color in filtered light. Tested 4 years in Lottert, Belgium. Distinguished by: bloom color and shape, plant shape.

Three quarter flared bell shaped 30mm (1 1/8") long x 45mm (1 3/4") wide COROLLA opens purple with a red (50A) base veined red (50A) maturing to reddish purple (74A) with a red base veined red with turned under wavy petal edges. 25mm (1") long x 20mm (3/4") wide PETALOIDS are same color as corolla. Half up 45mm (1 3/4") long x 15mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are red (50A) with recurved tips. Proportionately long thin 20mm long TUBE is dark rose (51A). STAMENS extend 20mm below corolla with dark rose (58C) filaments and reddish purple (70A) anthers. PISTIL extends 40mm (1 5/8") below corolla with rose (58C) style and pale yellow (2D) stigma. Ovate pointed BUD. Half flared 35mm (1 3/8") long x 50mm (2") wide COROLLA opens purple (82A) veined magenta (58B) with a light rose (73C) base maturing to reddish purple (74A) shaded to light rose (73B) with turned under smooth petal edges. 25mm (1") long x 25mm wide PETALOIDS are purple (82A) . Half down 50mm (2") x 20mm (3/4") wide SEPALS are magenta (58B) with reflexed tips. Proportionately short thin 15mm (5/8") long TUBE is magenta (58B). STAMENS extend 20mm below corolla with magenta (58B) filaments and light rose (73C) anthers. PISTIL extends 45mm (1 3/4") below corolla with magenta (58B) style and light rose (73C) stigma. Ovate pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is yellowish green (144A) on the upper surface, slighter darker (146C) on the lower surface with 90mm (3 1/2") long x 35mm (1 3/8") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and stems are plum (184C) with slightly darker (184B) branches. PARENTAGE: 'Bobolink' x 'Caesar'. Self branching lax medium upright, standard or pyramid. BEATRICE ELLEN - No. 2336 (Adams, 1988) Single. Upright. Non- to quarter flared 30mm (1 1/8") long x 20mm (3/4") wide COROLLA is dark rose with smooth petal edges. Fully up twisted 50mm (2") long x 10mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are rose. Proportionately medium 20mm long wide TUBE is pale rose. STAMENS extend 15mm (5/8") below corolla with rose filaments and dark rose anthers. PISTIL extends 35mm (1 3/8") below corolla with pale pink style and cream stigma. Long narrow BUD with recurved tip. FOLIAGE is medium green on the upper surface, pale green on the lower surface with 35mm long x 40mm (1 5/8") wide ovate shaped leaf, serrate edge, acute tip and rounded base. Veins are white with rose stems and red branches. PARENTAGE: unknown. Medium upright or border plant. Prefers a warm climate with best bloom color in bright light. Easy to propagate, stands temperatures below freezing if protected by peat. Tested 9 years in Cardiff and Midland, England UK. Distinguished by: hardiness.

Three quarter flared 40mm (1 5/8") long x 64mm (2 1/2") wide COROLLA opens violet (83B) maturing to violet purple (80A) with smooth petal edges. Fully up 44mm (1 3/4") long x 21mm (7/8") wide SEPALS are white on the upper surface, white flushed creped pink (55A) on the lower surface with light pink (52C) recurved tips. Proportionately medium 18mm (3/4") long x 7mm (1/4") wide TUBE is red (47B). STAMENS extend 10mm (3/8") below corolla with magenta (60D) filaments and anthers. PISTIL extends 20mm (3/4") below corolla with white style and yellow (14C) stigma. Heart shaped BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (137C) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (138B) on the lower surface with 55mm (2 1/8") long x 40mm (1 5/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and stems are green with reddish purple branches. PARENTAGE: 'Mission Bells' x 'Morning Light'. Small upright. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Cold weather hardy to 32°F. Susceptible to botrytis. Tested 3 years in Llantwit Major, South Wales UK. Prefers overhead filtered light in a warm climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Tested 4 years in Rancho Palos Verdes, California USA. Distinguished by: profuse blooms, strong grower.

Three quarter flared 25mm (1") long x 57mm (2 1/4") wide COROLLA opens light violet (HCC 35/3) maturing slightly darker (34/3) with wavy petal edges. Half down 57mm long x 19mm (3/4") wide SEPALS are mottled pink/cream with bright pink recurved tips which have a half twist. Proportionately medium TUBE is pale pink striped darker pink. STAMENS extend 13mm (1/2") below corolla with pink filaments and red anthers. PISTIL extends 57mm below corolla with pink style and cream stigma. Pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is greyish green (862/1) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (862/3) on the lower surface with 76mm (3") long x 44mm (1 3/4") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrulate edges and rounded bases. Veins and stems are red with brown branches. PARENTAGE: 'Snowfire' x ('White King x 'Blush of Dawn'). Will make a good basket or upright with best bloom color in filtered light. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate. Tested 4 years near Mt. Egmont, Taranaki, New Zealand. Distinguished by: bloom color and shape.

BORDER PRINCESS - No. 2291 (Collins, 1988) Single. Upright. Quarter flared bell shaped 22mm (7/8") long x 22mm wide COROLLA is white with pink veins near base and smooth petal edges. Half up 41mm (1 5/8") long x 13mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are pink on the upper surface, rose veined darker rose on the lower surface with light green recurved tips. Proportionately short thin 7mm (1/4") long x 7mm wide TUBE is pink. STAMENS extend 7mm below corolla with pink filaments and deep red anthers. PISTIL extends 38mm (1 1/2") below corolla with pale rose style and cream stigma. Rounded BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green on the upper surface, paler green on the lower surface with up to 102mm (4") long x up to 51mm (2") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and stems are red with green/red branches. PARENTAGE: sport of 'Border Queen'. Self branching small upright with make a good upright, standard or decorative. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light. Cold weather hardy to 22°F. Little pinching required. Tested 3 years in Reigate, Surrey, England UK. Horizontally held 35mm (1 3/8") long x 10mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are rose (51C) with recurved tips. Proportionately medium pink (49A) TUBE is 25mm (1") long x 7mm (1/4") wide. STAMENS extend 15m (5/8") below corolla with light rose (50C) filaments and anthers. PISTIL extends 25mm below corolla with light rose (50C) style and white stigma. Pear shaped BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (138B) on the lower surface with 70mm (2 3/4") long x 45mm (1 3/4") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are green with reddish stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Igloo Maid' x F. fulgens  rubra grandiflora. Medium upright or standard. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Cold weather hardy to 32°F. Needs early pinching then self branching, strong free growth. Tested 3 years near East Yorkshire, England UK. Distinguished by: profuse blooms, bloom color.

BURNLEY GARDENS - No. 2268 (Richardson, 1988) Double. Trailer. Three quarter flared round COROLLA opens violet (88A/84A), white at base maturing to violet (88C)/86B) and white with wavy purple (78A) edged petals. Very small violet/white PETALOIDS are few in number.
