Proportionately medium length thickish 23mm long x 7mm (1/4") wide TUBE is waxy white, striped pale pink, darking near ovary with swelling mid-tube. STAMENS extend 12mm (1/2") below corolla with pale pink filaments and anthers. PISTIL extends 32mm (1 1/4") below corolla with very pale rosy white style and yellowish white stigma. Ovate pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (137B/C) on the upper surface, lighter green (138B) on the lower surface with 65mm (2 1/2") long x 35mm (1 3/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are yellowish green with pink/brown stems and brown branches. PARENTAGE: 'Flash' x unknown. Small upright or decorative. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Tested 3 years in Pornic, France. Distinguished by: bloom shape and color.

ANNA ISAACSON - No. 2506 (Wood, 1989) Double. Upright. Half flared wide 38mm (1 1/2") long x 38mm wide COROLLA opens reddish purple (72B), rose (68C) towards base maturing to light reddish purple (73A), rose (68C) towards base with wavy petal edges. Half up 57mm (2 1/4") long x 13mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are white (155A) on the upper surface, pink (50D) on the lower surface with green recurved tips. Proportionately medium length 13mm long x 7mm (1/4") wide light yellowish green (150C) TUBE is proportionately thick. STAMENS extend 13mm below corolla with dark rose (51A) filaments and dark red (53A) anthers. PISTIL extends 13mm below corolla with pink (52D) style and white (155A) stigma. Round BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (137C) on the upper surface, light green (139D) on the lower surface with 101mm (4") long x 51mm (2") wide elliptic shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and stems are red with light green branches. PARENTAGE: 'Eusebia' x 'San Diego'. Self branching medium upright, standard or trellis. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Tested 5 years in Washington USA and Canada. Distinguishing features: self branching, easy propagation.

ANNE SMITH - No. 2460 (R. Holmes, 1989) Double. Upright. Three quarter flared 25mm (1") x 44mm (1 3/4") wide COROLLA opens violet (84A) with pink base and rose veins maturing to light purple (78B) with pale pink base, rose veins and occasionally splashed pale pink; wavy to toothed petal edges. 19mm (3/4") long x 13mm (1/2") wide PETALOIDS are rose. Fully up 48mm (1 7/8") long x 16mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are pink (52D) overlaid  with dark rose (54B) veins on the upper surface; creped pink (52D) on the lower surface with dark rose central vein on the lower surface and recurved tips. Proportionately 13mm long medium length rose (52C) TUBE is proportionately thin. STAMENS extends 10mm (3/8") below corolla with dark rose (52B) filaments and reddish purple (67A) anthers. PISTIL extends 25mm below corolla with rose (52C) style and yellow blushed stigma. Ovoid BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, paler on the lower surface with 73mm (2 7/8") long x 38mm (1 1/2") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are pale green with dull red stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Poppet' x unnamed seedling. Self branching medium upright or standard. Prefers full sun with best bloom color in bright light. Easy to propagate and train, vigorous growth, practically color fast. Tested 4 years in Edenbridge, Kent, England, UK. Distinguishing feature: holds profuse long lasting blooms up well. 

ARIANE - No. 2433 (Massé, 1989) Single. Upright. Nonflaring 6mm (1/4") long x 5mm (1/8") wide COROLLA opens dark reddish purple (70A) maturing to magenta (61C) with smooth petal edges. Half down 14mm (1/2") long x 4mm (1/8") wide SEPALS are red (45B), dull red (45B) on the lower surface with reflexed tips. Proportionately very long thin 25mm (1") long x 2mm (1 1/6") wide TUBE is red (45A/B). STAMENS extend 12-15mm (1/2-5/8") below corolla with reddish purple filaments and dark reddish purple (60A) anthers. PISTIL extends 31mm (1 1/4") below corolla with reddish purple style and stigma. Long thin ovate shaped BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (137C) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (137D) on the lower surface with 50mm (2") long x 22mm (7/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and obtuse bases. Veins are yellowish green with green/brown stems and branches. Unknown PARENTAGE. Self branching tall to medium upright or standard. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Tested 3 years in Pornic, France. Distinguished by: bloom shape, terminal blooming, plant size.

ARTHUR C. TAYLOR - No. 2461 (R. Holmes, 1989) Double. Upright. Half flared 25mm (1") long x 32mm (1 1/4") wide COROLLA opens purple (83A) veined rose with a pink base maturing to reddish purple (74A) with turned under wavy petal edges. 7mm (1/4") long x 7mm wide PETALOIDS are reddish purple. Half up 38mm (1 1/2") long x 13mm wide SEPALS are red (52A) veined darker red on the upper surface, creped dark rose (55A) on the lower surface with yellow recurved tips. Proportionately medium thickness red (52A) TUBE is proportionately short. STAMENS extend 13mm  below corolla with dark rose (55A) filaments and purple anthers. PISTIL is even with edge of corolla with dark rose (55A) style and creamy yellow stigma. Ovoid BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green on the upper surface, paler green overlaid dull red on the lower surface with 64mm (2 1/2") long x 35mm (1 3/8") lanceolate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are dull red. PARENTAGE: 'Royal Serenade' x 'Paul Roe'. Self branching medium upright, standard or bedding plant. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Easy to grow, propagate. Tested 6 years in Edenbridge, Kent, England, UK. Distinguished by: bloom/foliage contrast.  

BABY GLEN - No. 2464 (Ellis, 1989) Single. Upright. Quarter flared bell shaped 15mm (5/8") long x 20mm (3/4") wide COROLLA opens reddish purple (74A) maturing slightly lighter (74B) with smooth petal edges. Horizontally held 29mm (1 1/8") long x 9mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are magenta (57B) on the upper surface, slightly darker (57A) on the lower surface with recurved tips. Proportionately short thin TUBE is magenta (57B). STAMENS extend 18mm (3/4") below corolla with magenta (58B) filaments and reddish purple (58B) anthers. PISTIL extends 34mm (1 3/8") below corolla with light magenta (57D) style and peach (38B) stigma. Square pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (137C) on the lower surface with 58mm (2 3/8") long x 34mm (13/8") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are reddish purple (60D) with dark reddish purple (60A) stems and dark reddish purple (59A) branches. PARENTAGE: sport of 'Sunray'. Small upright or standard. Prefers overhead filtered light to full sun in a cool to warm climate with best bloom color in filtered to bright light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Tested 3 years in W. Fully up 38mm (1 1/2") long x 15mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are white (155D) on the upper surface, white flushed pale pink (62D) on the lower surface with recurved tips that slightly twist when mature. Proportionately medium 15mm long x 7mm (1/4") wide TUBE is white (155D). STAMENS extend 17mm (5/8") below corolla with pink (62A) filaments and dark reddish purple (64A) anthers. PISTIL extends 37mm (1 1/2") below corolla with white (155D) style and pale yellow (1D) stigma. Ovate shaped BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (147B) on the lower surface with 58mm (2 3/8") long x 33mm (1 1/4") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are medium green (147B) with plum (183D) stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Bobby Shaftoe' x 'Eusebia'. Self branching compact lax upright or basket. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Tested 3 years in Sheffield, Yorks, England UK. Distinguished by: growth habit, profuse blooms.

Fully up 64mm (2 1/2") long x 27mm (1 1/16") wide SEPALS are pink (55C)/white on the upper surface, light pink (55D)/white on the lower surface with reflexed tips. Proportionately long 13mm (1/2") long x 3mm (1/8") wide TUBE is greenish white (157A). STAMENS extend 30mm (1 1/8") below corolla with pink (55C) filaments and anthers. PISTIL extends 60mm (2 3/8") below corolla with white style and stigma. Teardrop shaped BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (137B) on the upper surface, lighter (137D) on the lower surface with 80mm (3 1/8") long x 45mm (1 3/4") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are green with light brown stems and light green branches. PARENTAGE: 'Quasar' x 'Applause'. Stiff trailer will make a good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light in a warm climate with best bloom color in filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Trademarked in California USA. Tested 3 years in Leucadia, California, USA. Distinguished by: bloom size, profuse blooming, foliage.

Horizontally held 35mm (1 3/8") long x 14mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are rose with green recurved tips. Proportionately short rose TUBE is of proportionately medium thickness. FOLIAGE is medium green with 59mm (2 3/8") long x 32mm wide leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are slightly pink near stems with rose stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Lady Isobel Barnet' x 'Breckwood Belle' seedling. Medium upright or pyramid. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light. Tested 3 years in Hall Green, Birmingham, England UK. Distinguished by: bloom color, profuse blooms.

Quarter flared 44mm (1 3/4") long x 38mm (1 1/2") wide COROLLA opens pink (55C)/red (45D) maturing to dark rose (51A) with turned under petal edges. 32mm (1 1/4") long x 13mm (1/2") wide PETALOIDS are same color as corolla. Fully up 57mm long x 19mm (3/4") wide SEPALS are frosty white (155B) on the upper surface, pink (50D) on the lower surface with green recurved fully twisted tips. Proportionately medium 19mm long x 7mm (1/4") wide TUBE is pale pink (49D). STAMENS extend 13mm (1/2") below corolla with dark rose (51A) filaments and dark red (53A) anthers. PISTIL extends 25mm (1") below corolla with pink (52D) style and white (155A) stigma. Long pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (137B) on the upper surface, lighter (139C) on the lower surface with 114mm (4 1/2") long x 64mm (2 1/2") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are medium green (139C) with light reddish purple stems and light green branches. PARENTAGE: 'Fan Tan' x 'San Diego'. Natural trailer will make a good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Easy to propagate. Tested 5 years in Washington and California, USA. Distinguished by: bloom color combination, heat tolerance.

Ovate shaped BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (147A) on the upper surface, medium green (147B) on the lower surface with 36mm (1 3/8") long x 26mm (1") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are medium green (147B) on the upper surface with plum (183D) stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Sarah Ann' x seedling. Self branching short jointed compact medium upright or standard. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Tested 3 years in Sheffield, Yorks, England UK. Distingushed by: short jointed compact growth habit, bloom color.

Three quarter flared 13mm (1/2") long x 22mm (7/8") wide COROLLA opens dark purple (86A) with red base and central vein maturing to reddish purple (74A) with pink base and red vein and turned under petal edges. 10mm (3/8") long x 5mm (1/8") wide PETALOIDS are dark purple veined violet (86B) at base. Half up 22mm long x 10mm wide SEPALS are red (53B) on the upper surface, creped red (53D) on the lower surface with recurved tips. Proportionately medium thickness 8mm (1/4") long x 5mm wide red (53B) TUBE is proportionately short. STAMENS extend 13-19mm (1/2-3/4") below corolla with red (53D) filaments and anthers. PISTIL extends 8mm (1/4") below corolla with red (53D) style and stigma. Ovoid BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (138B) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (137C) on the lower surface with 29mm (1 1/8") long lanceolate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are pale green with light green/dull red stems and dull red branches. PARENTAGE: 'General Monk' x 'Gruss aus dem Bodethal'. Self branching compact small upright, standard, pot or bedding plant or bonsai. Prefers full sun with best bloom color in bright light. Cold weather hardy to 35°F. PISTIL extends 38mm below corolla with rose (58D) style and light yellowish orange (19C) stigma. Pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (146A) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (146B) on the lower surface with 64-108mm (2 1/2-4 1/4") long x 51mm (2") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and bases. Veins are red (53B) with magenta (59C) stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Pink Marshmallow' x 'Ocean Beach'. Medium upright or pillar. STAMENS extend 13mm below corolla with light reddish purple (66C) filaments and white (155A) anthers. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (137B) on the lower surface with 38mm (1 1/2") long x 22mm wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, obtuse tips and rounded bases. Veins are greenish white with red stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Pink Marshmallow' x 'Pink Marshmallow'. Tall lax upright, standard, pyramid or trellis. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Cold weather hardy to 20°F. Tested 5 years in Shelton,  Washington; Salem, Oregon and Southern California USA. Distinguished by: heat (120°F) and cold tolerance (20°F).

Three quarter flared 25mm (1") long x 45mm (1 3/4") wide COROLLA opens dark reddish purple (64A)  maturing to reddish purple (64B) with smooth petal edges. Half up 45mm long x 15mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are magenta (67B) with recurved tips. Proportionately medium TUBE is magenta (67B). STAMENS extend 40mm (1 5/8") below corolla with light magenta (66D) filaments and reddish purple (66B) anthers. PISTIL extends 40mm below corolla with reddish purple (66D) style and rose (67D) stigma. Tear drop shaped BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (138A) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (138B) on the lower surface with 70mm (2 3/4") long x 55mm (2 1/8") wide cordate shaped leaves, entire edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are red. PARENTAGE: 'Hula Girl' x 'Seventh Heaven'. Self branching natural trailer will make a good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light in a warm climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Tested 3 years in Hinckley, Leicestershire, England UK. Distinguished by: bloom size and color.

STAMENS extend 29mm below corolla with dark rose (54B) filaments and reddish purple (65B) anthers. PISTIL extends 16mm (5/8") below corolla with rose (54C) style and cream (11D) stigma. Long pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (137C) on the lower surface with 76mm (3") long x 35mm (1 3/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are magenta (63A) with dark reddish purple (61A) stems and reddish purple (58A) branches. PARENTAGE: 'Bicentennial' x 'Taffeta Bow'. Natural trailer will make a good basket or standard. Prefers overhead filtered light in a warm climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Tested 3 years in Rancho Palos Verdes, California USA. Distinguished by: plant form.

Proportionately short thin 8mm (1/4") long x 6mm (1/4") wide TUBE is white flushed pale pink (65D). STAMENS extend 13mm (1/2") below corolla with pale pink (65D) filaments and dark reddish purple (60A) anthers. PISTIL extends 22mm (7/8") below corolla with white (155D) style and pale yellow (2D) stigma. Rounded BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (147B) on the lower surface with 37mm (1 1/2") long x 25mm (1") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and cordate bases. Veins are medium green (147B) with plum (183D) stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Bobby Shaftoe' x 'Sarah Ann'. Short jointed self branching small upright. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Easy to grow show plant. Tested 3 years in Sheffield, Yorks. England UK and introduced in 1987. Distinguishing features: profuse bloom, bloom shape.

CHARLOTTE HARNISCH - No. 2435 (Massé, 1989) Single. Upright. Three quarter flared 30mm (1 1/8") long x 35mm (1 3/8") wide COROLLA opens violet (76A) with dark pink veins maturing slightly lighter (76B) with smooth petal edges. Half up 35mm long x 12mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are dark pink/pink on the upper surface, rose (52C) on the lower surface with yellowish green recurved tips. Proportionately medium thickness 13mm (1/2") long x 9mm (3/8") wide pink TUBE is proportionately short and striped dark pink. 4 STAMENS extend 10mm (3/8") and remainder extend 15mm (5/8") below corolla with light reddish purple filaments and anthers. CHERRY SODA - No. 2402 (Garrett, 1989) Double. Upright. Half flared bell shaped 20mm (3/4") long x 30mm (1 1/8") wide COROLLA is rose (68C) with red veins. Fully up 20mm long x 9mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are red (45B) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (45C) on the lower surface with reflexed tips. WALZ TELESCOOP - No. 2376 (Waldenmaier, 1989) Single. Trailer. Quarter flared 15mm (5/8") long x 15mm wide COROLLA is reddish orange (43C) with smooth petal edges. Half down 15mm long x 10mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are red (52A) on the upper surface, reddish orange (43C) on the lower surface with yellowish green (145A) recurved tips. Proportionately medium thickness red (52A) 60mm (2 3/8") long x 6mm ((1/4") wide TUBE is proportionately long. Triphylla shaped bloom. STAMENS extend 10mm below corolla with pink filaments and light yellow anthers. PISTIL extends 10mm below corolla with pink style and light yellow stigma. FOLIAGE is medium green with 100mm (3 7/8") long x 60mm (2 3/8") wide ovate shaped pubescent leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and stems are light green with green branches. WASHINGTON CENTENNIAL - No. 2507 (Wood, 1989) Single. Upright. Nonflaring 19mm (3/4") long x 10mm (3/8") wide COROLLA opens reddish orange (43C) maturing to orange (44C) with wavy petal edges. Half down 25mm (1") long x 7mm (1/4") wide SEPALS are pink (55C) with recurved tips. Proportionately long thin 32mm (1 1/4") long x 30mm (1 1/8") wide TUBE is pink (55C). STAMENS extend 13mm (1/2") below corolla with dark rose (51A) filaments and dark red (53A) anthers. PISTIL extends 25mm below corolla with red (52A) style and white (155A) stigma. Long thin BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (137B) on the upper surface, light green (139D) on the lower surface with 48mm (1 7/8") long x 22mm (7/8") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are whitish green with red stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Glendale' x 'Orange Drops'. Lax medium upright, standard or trellis. Prefers full sun and is heat tolerant. Cold weather hardy to 20°F. Tested 4 years in Shelton and Seattle, Washington; Coos Bay, Oregon and Southern California, USA. Distinguished by: heat tolerance to 120°F in full sun.

WEE ROSE - No. 2395 (Drapkin, 1989) Single. Upright. Half flared 4mm (1/8") long x 1mm (1/16") wide COROLLA opens red (47C) maturing to rose (47B). Fully up 5mm (3/16") long x 1mm wide SEPALS are rose (47D) on the upper surface, pink (48C) on the lower surface with recurved green tips. Proportionately medium 5mm long x 1mm wide TUBE is rose (47D). STAMENS do not extend below corolla with pale pink (54B) filaments and pale yellow (8D) anthers. PISTIL extends 4mm (1/8") below corolla with rose (47C) style and rose (47D) stigma. Long pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (138A) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (138B) on the lower surface with 92mm (3 5/8") long x 38mm (1 1/2") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and bases. Veins, stems and branches are light green (139D). PARENTAGE:F. cylindraceae  x unknown.

Fully up 40mm (1 5/8") long x 20mm (3/4") wide SEPALS are white tinged light rose (73C) on the upper surface, light rose (73C) on the lower surface with recurved tips. Proportionately medium 22mm (7/8") long x 9mm (3/8") wide TUBE is white. STAMENS extend 35mm (1 3/8") below corolla with white filaments and light rose (73C) anthers. PISTIL extends 50mm (2") below corolla with white style and stigma. Pointed cylindrical BUD. FOLIAGE is dark yellowish green (146A) on the upper surface, lighter (146C) on the lower surface with 70mm (2 3/4") long x 40mm (1 5/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, obtuse tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are pale green. PARENTAGE: 'Quasar' x 'Applause'. Self branching stiff trailer will make a good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in bright light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Trademarked in California, USA. Tested 3 years in Leucadia, California, USA. Distinguished by: profuse bloom, bloom color.

WESSEX BELLE - No. 2424 (Luther, 1989) Double. Upright or trailer. Half flared 35mm (1 3/8") long x 40mm (1 5/8") wide COROLLA is white (155D) flushed light pink (55B) with wavy petal edges. Fully up 40mm (1 5/8") long x 15mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are light pink (55B) with recurved tips. Proportionately medium length white (155D) striped light pink (55B) TUBE is proportionately thin. STAMENS extend 15mm below corolla with light pink (55B) filaments and dark red (53A) anthers. PISTIL extends 45mm (1 3/4") below corolla with white (155D)/pale pink (56B) style and pale yellow (158B) stigma. Square pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is pale to dark yellow or variegated from the near white to dark yellow with 60mm (2 3/8") long x 35mm wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and stems are red with grayish brown branches. PARENTAGE: sport of 'Annabel'. Small upright, basket or decorative. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in limited light and best foliage color in filtered light. Bloom color becomes more intense in brighter light. Proportionately long thin 31mm (1 1/4") long x 2.5mm (1/8") wide TUBE is red (53B/C). STAMENS do not extend below corolla with dark rose (52B) filaments and dark rose (54A) anthers. PISTIL extends 3mm (1/8") below corolla with red (52A) style and pale yellow (4D) stigma. Long pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (137C) on the lower surface with 60mm (2 3/8") long x 25mm wide elliptic shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and obtuse bases. Veins are light yellow green with light yellow green flushed red stems and reddish branches. PARENTAGE: (F.lycioides  x F.magellanica ) x F.venusta . Lax upright. Prefers full sun in a cool climate with best bloom color in bright light. Award of Merit 1988, VKC, The Netherlands. Tested 4 years in Lisse, The Netherlands. Distinguished by: bloom shape.

YVON GRANDGENETTE - No. 2514 (Murru, 1989) Single. Trailer. Quarter flared bell shaped 25mm (1") long x 25mm wide COROLLA is reddish purple (71B) with turned under smooth petal edges. Horizontally held 45mm (1 3/4") long x 15mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are red (53B) with recurved tips. Proportionately medium 15mm (5/8") long TUBE is red (53C). STAMENS extend 15mm below corolla with magenta (57B) filaments and brown (165A) anthers. PISTIL extends 25mm below corolla with red (53C) style and brown (165A) stigma. Ovate shaped BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (146A) on the upper surface, yellowish green (146B) on the lower surface with 64mm (2 1/2") long x 41mm (1 5/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are yellowish green (146C) with light plum (184D) stems and plum (184C) branches. PARENTAGE: 'Flor Izel' x 'Beauregard'. Self branching natural trailer will make a good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light to full sun in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Cold weather hardy to 39°F. Tested 3 years in Lottert, Belgium and introduced in 1986. Distinguished by: thick sepals.
