Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Tested 3 years in Keighley, West Yorkshire, England and introduced by Arcadia Nurseries. Distinguished by: vigor,  ease of growth,  profuse early blooms.

ALL ROCHETTE - No. 2541 (Dumont, 1990) Semi-double. Trailer. Quarter flared 34mm (1 3/8") long x 25mm (1") wide COROLLA opens reddish purple (80B) maturing to magenta (57C) with smooth petal edges. Petals are stalked when mature. Half up 25mm long x 10mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are pale pink (62D), light pink (62B) at base on the upper surface, pink (62C) on the lower surface with recurved tips. Proportionately long thick 28mm (1 1/8") long x 17mm (5/8") wide TUBE is light pink (62B). STAMENS extend 38mm (1 1/2") beyond corolla with pink (62A) filaments and pale pink (62D) anthers. PISTIL extends 42mm (1 5/8") beyond corolla with pale lavender (69C) style and light yellow (5C) stigma. FOLIAGE is medium green (146A) on the upper surface, light yellow green (146D) on the lower surface with 48mm (1 7/8") long x 41mm (1 5/8") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrate edges, obtuse tips and rounded bases. Veins are dark reddish purple (59B)/medium green (146A) toward tip with brown (200A) stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Belle de Spa' x unknown. Natural trailer will make a good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Easy to propagate, profuse blooms. Tested 3 years in Amay, Belgium.  Distinguishing feature: some blooms tetradynamous (6 stamens with 4 longer than the rest).

Quarter flared 28mm (1 1/8") long x 35mm (1 5/8") wide COROLLA is pale pink (62D) veined pink (62A) with smooth petal edges. 17mm (5/8") long x 10mm (3/8") wide PETALOIDS are same color as corolla. Half down 35mm (1 3/8") long x 12mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are pink with light green (145C) recurved tips. 7mm (1/4") long x 5mm (1/8") wide TUBE is pink (62C). STAMENS extend 25mm (1") beyond corolla with pale pink (62D) filaments and brown (176B) anthers. PISTIL extends 35mm (1 3/8") beyond corolla with pale pink (62D) style and orangy brown (176A) stigma. Lanceolate shaped pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (146A) on the upper surface, slightly lighter (146B) on the lower surface with 75mm (3") long x 40mm (1 5/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and stems are greyish red (182B) with greyish red (182A) branches. PARENTAGE: 'Marie-Claire' x 'Pink Galore'. Self branching medium upright. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool to warm climate with best bloom color in filtered to limited light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Tested 3 years in Lottert, Belgium. Distinguished by: bloom color and form.

ANDREW GEORGE - No. 2608 (Hooper, 1990) Single. Trailer. Half flared 30mm (1 1/8") long x 35mm (1 3/8") wide COROLLA opens purple (83A) maturing slightly redder (77A) with turned up petal edges. 25mm (1") long x 10mm (3/8") wide PETALOIDS are flushed red (52A) and edged purple (80A). Horizontally held 50mm (2") long x 10mm wide SEPALS are red (50A) on the upper surface, red (52A) on the lower surface with recurved slightly channeled 45° twisted tips. Proportionately medium 15mm (5/8") long x 5mm (1/8") thick TUBE is magenta (58B). PISTIL extends 30mm beyond corolla with red (52A) style and red (50A) stigma. 50mm (2") long x 12mm (1/2") wide square shaped pointed BUD. Proportionately medium thickness 32mm long x 7mm (1/4") wide light coral (38A) TUBE is proportionately long. STAMENS are level with corolla edge with cream filaments and light yellow anthers. PISTIL extends 13mm (1/2") beyond corolla with light coral style and cream stigma. Long pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (138B) on the lower surface with 70mm (2 3/4") long x 38mm (1 1/2") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are light pink with darker pink stems and red branches. PARENTAGE: unknown (probably F. tillettiana  as one parent). Medium upright. Quarter flared 19-20mm (3/4") long x 21mm (7/8") wide COROLLA opens purple (83B) maturing to purple (83B) flushed lighter purple (82B) with smooth petal edges. 11mm (3/8") long x 6mm (1/4") wide PETALOIDS are same as corolla with 2-4 outside corolla with 2-4 inside corolla. Fully up 38mm (1 1/2") long x 11mm wide SEPALS are red (53D) on the upper surface, magenta (58B) on the lower surface with recurved tips. Proportionately medium 15-17mm (5/8") long x 6mm (1/4") wide TUBE is magenta (58B). STAMENS extend 22mm (7/8") beyond corolla with magenta (57C)/reddish purple (58A) filaments and reddish purple (58A) anthers. Proportionately medium 15mm (5/8") long x 9mm (3/8") wide TUBE is rose (51B). STAMENS extend 15mm beyond corolla with reddish purple (58A) filaments and rose (50B) anthers. PISTIL extends 20mm (3/4") beyond corolla with rose (50B) style and dark tan (164B) stigma. Round BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (139A) on the upper surface, medium green (137C) on the lower surface with 45mm (1 3/4") long x 30mm (1 1/8") wide cordate shaped leaves, wavy edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Proportionately medium length 18mm (3/4") long x 7.5 (1/4") wide pink (62C) TUBE is proportionately short. STAMENS extend 35mm (1 3/8") beyond corolla with magenta (63A) shading to orangy red (39A) filaments and rose (63C) anthers. PISTIL extends 39mm beyond corolla with rose (65A) style and pale yellow (5D) stigma. Quarter flared 28mm (1 1/8") long x 23mm (7/8") wide COROLLA opens purple (78A) maturing to reddish purple (80B) veined magenta (58B) with smooth petal edges. Half up 36mm (1 3/8") long x 18mm (3/4") wide SEPALS are magenta (58B) with clear reflexed tips. Proportionately medium length 23mm long x 5mm (1/8") wide magenta (58B) TUBE is proportionately thin. STAMENS extend 35mm (1 3/8") beyond corolla with magenta (57A) filaments and rose (58D) anthers. PISTIL extends 61mm (2 3/8") beyond corolla with light magenta (57D) style and pale tan (159A) stigma. Proportionately medium 9mm (3/8") long x 7mm (1/4") wide TUBE is greenish white (157C). STAMENS extend 15mm (5/8") beyond corolla with reddish purple (67A) filaments and rose (67D) anthers. PISTIL extends 20mm (3/4") beyond corolla with white (155C) style and pale yellow (2D) stigma. Ovate BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (147A) on the upper surface, medium green (147B) on the lower surface with 38mm (1 1/2") long x 21mm (7/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Half flared 13mm (1/2") long x 6mm (1/4") wide COROLLA opens dark reddish purple (59A/B) maturing to dark reddish purple (60B) with smooth edged centrally pointed  separate petals. Half down 15mm (5/8") long x 7mm (1/4") wide SEPALS are dark reddish purple (61A) on the upper surface, reddish purple (61B) on the lower surface with light yellow green (146D) reflexed tips. Proportionately medium 35mm (1 3/8") long x 9mm (3/8") wide dark reddish purple (61A) TUBE is proportionately long. STAMENS extend ±4mm (1/8") beyond corolla with magenta (67B) filaments and purple (71A) anthers. PISTIL extends 13mm beyond corolla with reddish purple (67A) style and magenta (61C) stigma. Three quarter flared square 25mm (1") long x 35mm (1 3/8") wide COROLLA opens purple (83A) maturing to red purple (74A) with smooth petal edges. 4 inner petals form separate circles with 1 stamen in each. Fully up 50mm (2") long x 25mm wide SEPALS are dark red (53A) on the upper surface, red (53D) on the lower surface with reflexed tips. Proportionately medium thickness 13mm (1/2") long x 8mm (3/8") wide red (52A) TUBE is proportionately short. STAMENS extend 24mm (1") beyond corolla with dark red purple (60A) filaments and red purple (60D) anthers. PISTIL extends 41mm ( 1 5/8") beyond corolla with magenta (57C) style and light magenta (58D) stigma. Large bell shaped dark red BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (137C) on the lower surface with 98mm (3 7/8") long x 50mm (2") wide ovate shaped leaves, entire edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and stems are red purple (59B) with medium green (147B) branches. PARENTAGE: 'White King' x 'Mission Bells'. Lax upright or stiff trailer. Three quarter flared 30mm (1 1/8") long x 50mm (2") wide COROLLA opens rose red (58B) shading to darker edge maturing to dark rose (52B) shading to darker edge with smooth petal edges. 15mm (5/8") long x 10mm (3/8") wide PETALOIDS are coral (37A). Half up 30mm long x 15mm wide SEPALS are dark rose (58C) on the upper surface, pink (52D) on the lower surface with reflexed tips. Proportionately medium 15mm long x 10mm wide TUBE is light pink (49B). STAMENS extend 15mm beyond corolla with peach (37B) filaments and pale tan (161D) anthers. PISTIL extends 20mm (3/4") beyond corolla with peach (37B) style and light greyish yellow (160C) stigma. Pear shaped BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (137B) on the upper surface, lighter (146A) on the lower surface with 45mm (1 3/4") long x 25mm (1") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are reddish. PARENTAGE: 'Pink Panther' x  'Pink Marshmallow'. Lax upright, stiff trailer or decorative. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Cold weather hardy to 32°F. Easy to grow. Tested 3 years in East Yorkshire, England UK. Distinguished by: continuous bloom, picotee petal edges.

WOODSIDE GEM - No. 2609 (G. Hanson, 1990) Single. Upright. Nonflaring square 15mm (5/8") long x 16mm (5/8") wide COROLLA opens magenta (57C) maturing slightly darker (57A) with smooth petal edges. Horizontally held 20mm (3/4") long x 10mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are pink (62A) on the upper surface, rose (58D) on the lower surface with straight tips. Proportionately long thin 14mm (1/2") long x 5mm (1/8") thick TUBE is pink (62A). STAMENS extend 15mm (5/8") beyond corolla with magenta (57A) filaments and dark rose (58C) anthers. PISTIL extends 35mm (1 3/8") beyond corolla with pale pink style and cream stigma. Slender pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (141A) on the upper surface, medium green on the lower surface with 25mm (1") long x 13mm (1/2") wide ovate shaped leaves, entire edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are clear with light brown stems and red/brown branches. PARENTAGE: 'Border Queen' x unknown. Self branching small upright or miniature. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Tested 3 years in Keighley, West Yorkshire, England UK and to be introduced by Arcadia Nurseries in 1991. Distinguished by: bloom color, bloom/foliage contrast.
