Half up 50mm (2") long x 20mm (3/4") wide SEPALS are dark rose (58C) veined white on the upper surface, dark rose (58C) on the lower surface with green recurved tips. Proportionately medium 20mm (3/4") long x 5-6mm (1/8-1/4") wide TUBE is rose (61D). STAMENS extend 58mm (2 3/8") beyond corolla with dark rose (58C) filaments and rose (58D) anthers. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (138A) on the lower surface with 55mm (2 1/8") long x 30mm (1 1/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, entire edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are light green. PARENTAGE: 'Toos' x 'Prince Syray'. Self branching medium upright or basket prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in bright light. Tested 3 years in Herpen, The Netherlands. Award of Merit, VKC Aalsmeer, The Netherlands. Distinguished by: profuse erect blooms.

WEDDING VOWS - No. 2888 (Riley, 1992) Double. Trailer. Full flared 57mm (2 1/4") long x 89mm (3 1/2") wide COROLLA opens purple (81A) maturing to light purple (81C) with smooth petal edges. Fully up 51mm (2") long x 25mm (1") wide SEPALS are light rose (73C) on the upper surface, coral (39B) on the lower surface with reflexed tips. Proportionately long thin 32mm (1 1/4") long x 10mm (3/8") wide TUBE is very pale orange (29D). STAMENS extend 19mm (3/4") beyond corolla with purple (81B) filaments and anthers. PISTIL extends 25mm beyond corolla with light purple (81C) style and violet (84A) stigma. Ovate BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (133A) on the upper surface, medium green (138A) on the lower surface with 51mm long x 41mm (1 5/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, wavy edges, obtuse tips and rounded bases. Veins are light green with pale red stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Quasar' x 'Drama Girl'. Stiff basket, trellis or standard. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light and is cold weather hardy to 32°F. Tested 4 years in Carlsbad, California USA. Distinguished by: bloom color and shape.

WENDY COOPER - No. 2900 (Green, 1992) Single. Upright/trailer. Nonflaring tubular 30mm (1 1/8") long x 20mm (3/4") wide COROLLA opens purple (82C) maturing to violet (77C) with smooth petal edges. Half down 50mm (2") long x 12mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are pale pink (36D) on the upper surface, dark rose (55A) on the lower surface with recurved tips. Proportionately medium 30mm long x 8mm (1/4") wide TUBE is pale pink (36D). STAMENS extend 20mm beyond corolla with rose (67D) filaments and pink (62C) anthers. PISTIL extends 30mm beyond corolla with orangy red (39D) style and yellow (12C) stigma. Long narrrow BUD with acute tip. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (138B) on the lower surface with 60mm (2 3/8") long x 30mm wide lanceolate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and stems are light green (147D) with light green (147D)/light purple (74C) branches. PARENTAGE: 'Lady Kathleen Spence' x 'Forget-Me-Not'. Small lax upright or basket. Prefers overhead filtered light in a warm climate with best bloom color in limited light.  PInch at1-2 leaf nodes for lax growth, at third node for upright. Tested 4 years in East Anglia, England UK and introduced in 1987. Distinguished by: continuous profuse blooms.

WILLEMIEN - No. 2993 (Veen, 1992) Double. Upright. Nonflaring square 19mm (3/4") long x 19mm wide COROLLA is dark rose (71D) with turned under petal edges. 6mm (1/4") long x 4mm (1/8") wide PETALOIDS are same color as corolla. Half down 26mm (1") long x 14mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are red (53C) with recurved tips. Proportionately long thin 30mm (1 1/8") long x 6mm wide TUBE is dark red (53A). STAMENS extend 15mm (5/8") beyond corolla with red (53C) filaments and orange white (159C) anthers. PISTIL extends 25mm (1") beyond corolla with red (53C) style and stigma. Cordate shaped BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (138B) on the lower surface with 68mm (2 5/8") long x 37mm (1 1/2") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are green with red purple stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Leverkusen' x 'Maori Maid'. Medium upright prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light. Tested 3 years in Musselkanaal, The Netherlands. Award of Merit, VKC Aalsmeer, The Netherlands. Distinguished by: bloom shape, vigorous growth.

WITCH - No. 2901 (Green, 1992) Semi-double. Trailer. Half flared 25mm (1") long x 25mm wide COROLLA opens dark red purple (61A) maturing to red purple (61B) with smooth petal edges. Half up 30mm (1 1/8") long x 10mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are red (45B) on the upper surface, red (45D) on the lower surface with reflexed tips. Proportionately medium 20mm (3/4") long x 8mm (1/4") wide TUBE is red (45B). STAMENS extend 15mm (5/8") beyond corolla with dark rose (55A) filaments and dark red purple (64A) anthers. PISTIL extends 30mm beyond corolla with dark rose (55A) style and pale orange (23D) stigma. Ovate BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (138B) on the lower surface with 60mm (2 3/8") long x 40mm (1 5/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, obtuse tips and rounded bases. Veins and stems are yellow green (146C) with light brown (199C) flushed dark red purple (61A) branches. PARENTAGE: 'Mrs. Popple' x 'Santa Cruz'. Natural trailer will make a good basket or standard. Prefers full sun with best bloom color in bright light and is cold weather hardy to 24°F. Tested 4 years in East Anglia, England UK and introduced in 1987. Distinguished by: vigorous growth in full sun.

F. procumbens  'ARGENTEUS' - No. 2956 (Pugh, 1992) Description is identical to F. procumbens except for foliage color which is light green (193C) edged and blotched grey green (194A and 194B). Tested 5 years in Chester England UK. Distinguished by: foliage color.

F. splendens  'SPLENDENS VARIEGATED' - No. 2926 (Southbridge/Proffit, 1992) Single. Upright. Nonflaring 20mm (3/4") long x 12mm (1/2") wide COROLLA is red. Horizontally to half down 10mm (3/8") long x 3mm (1/8") wide SEPALS are pale cream with flushed very pale green with reflexed tips. Proportionately short thick 20mm (3/4") long x 12mm (1/2") wide TUBE is cream. STAMENS extend 12mm beyond corolla with yellow filaments and anthers. PISTIL extends 12mm beyond corolla with yellow style and stigma. Very short BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (138B) with cream edges and tinged pink at base of 60mm (2 3/8") long x 40mm (1 5/8") wide cordate shaped leaves, wavy edges, acute tips and rounded bases. PARENTAGE: sport of F.splendens.  Lax upright. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light and best foliage color in bright light. Tested 4 years in Christchurch, Wellington and New Plymouth, New Zealand. Distinguished by: foliage and bloom color.
