Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Tested 3 years in North England UK. Distinguished by: bloom color, bloom shape/petaloids.

VEILCHENBLAN - No. 3073 (Haubenhofer, 1993) Double. Trailer. Nonflaring 30mm (1 1/8") long x 42mm (1 5/8") wide COROLLA opens purple (88A) maturing to red purple (80B) with slightly wavy petal edges. 27mm (1 1/16") long x 21mm (7/8") wide PETALOIDS are same color as corolla. Half up slightly twisted 42mm long x 17mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are white on the upper surface, white/pale lilac (69B) on the lower surface with recurved tips. Proportionately medium 16mm (5/8") long x 6mm (1/4") wide TUBE is waxy white. STAMENS extend 7mm (1/4") beyond corolla with dark rose (67C) filaments and magenta (59C) anthers. PISTIL extends 37mm (1 1/2") beyond corolla with pale yellow (8D) style and yellow (10C) stigma. Oblong BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (137B) on the upper surface, medium green (138B) on the lower surface with 72mm (2 7/8") long x 28mm (1 1/8") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are reddish with red stems and green/light reddish branches. PARENTAGE: 'Pepi' x 'The Phoenix'. Natural trailer will make a good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light. Tested 3 years in Austria. Distinguished by: nonflaring corolla, bloom color.

Quarter flared 22mm (7/8") long x 25mm (1") wide COROLLA opens dark to red orange (41A/43C) flushed blue maturing to red orange (43B) flushed blue with smooth wavy triscalloped petal edges. Horizontally held 33mm (1 1/4") longx 10mm (3/8") wide SEPALS are red orange (43C) on the upper surface, red orange (40A) on the lower surface with small yellow green recurved tips. Proportionately medium thickness 46mm (1 3/4") long x 4.5mm (1/8") wide red orange (43C) flushed blue, striped darker TUBE is proportionately long. STAMENS do not extend corolla (-5mm) with pink (55D) filaments and cream (11D) anthers. PISTIL extends 16mm (5/8") beyond corolla with dark orange (40B) style and pale pink (49D) stigma. Long tubed ovate BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, light olive green (148B) flushed red on the lower surface with 64mm (2 1/2") long x 32mm (1 1/4") wide ovate to elliptic shaped ±pubescent leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and bases. Veins and stems are red flushed green with red branches. PARENTAGE: 'Göttingen' x 'Bicentennial'. Stiff trailer will make a good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Award of Merit, VKC Aalsmeer, The Netherlands 1992. Tested 5 years in Lisse, The Netherlands. Distinguished by: bloom color and size/shape (long tube).

VILLE DE PARIS - No. 3102 (Massé-Delhommeau, 1993) Single. Upright. Quarter flared 15mm (5/8") long x 8mm (1/4") wide COROLLA opens dark red purple (70A) maturing to red purple (66B) with smooth petal edges. Half down 21mm (7/8") long x 3.5mm (1/8") wide SEPALS are pale pink (62D) on the upper surface, light pink (62C) on the lower surface with recurved tips. At times 5-6 narrow sepals are present. Proportionately long thin 25mm (1") long x 4mm (1/8") wide TUBE is pale pink (62D). STAMENS extend 5-10mm (1/8-3/8") beyond corolla with light pink (62B) filaments and dark rose (64C) anthers. PISTIL extends 32mm (1 1/4") beyond corolla with light pink (62C) style and yellowish white stigma. Lanceolate shaped BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (137C) on the lower surface with 70mm (2 3/4") long x 38mm (1 1/2") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are greenish yellow. PARENTAGE: 'Papy René' x 'Pink Rain'. Lax upright or standard. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Award: Fuchsia Section SNHF 1992, France. Tested 3 years in Pornic and La Planche, France. Distinguished by: profuse continuous blooms, bloom color.

VUURDANS - No. 2990 (de Graaff, 1993) Single. Upright/trailer. Nonflaring  long 14mm (1/2") long x 9mm (3/8") wide COROLLA opens dark red purple (60B), red at base maturing to red (53C), orange red at base with turned under smooth petal edges. Half up 17mm (5/8") long x 3.4mm (1/8") wide SEPALS are red (46B/C) on the upper surface, red (56B) on the lower surface with light red reflexed tips. Proportionately long thin 21mm (7/8") long x 2.5mm (1/8") wide TUBE is red (53C). STAMENS extend 8mm (3/8") beyond corolla with magenta (57C) filaments and pink (54D) anthers. PISTIL extends 10mm (3/8") beyond corolla with magenta (57C) style and light yellow (8C) stigma. Long narrow BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (146A) on the upper surface, light olive green (147C) on the lower surface with 31mm (1 1/4") long x 16mm (5/8") wide elliptic shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and stems are light red purple with dark red purple branches. PARENTAGE: 'Rosea' x ('Dorothea Flower' x 'Golden Glow'). Self branching small lax upright or stiff basket. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Tested 8 years in Lisse, The Netherlands. Award of Merit, VKC, Aalsmeer, The Netherlands. Distinguished by: bloom shape, growth habit.

WALTER DUCHO - No. 2948 (Haubenhofer, 1993) Semi-double. Trailer. Quarter flared 45mm (1 3/4") long x 30mm (1 1 /8") wide COROLLA is magenta (61C). Four magenta (61C) PETALOIDS are 32mm (1 1/4") long x 45mm (1 3/4") wide; eight magenta (61C) petaloids are 30mm (1 1/8") long x 2mm (1 1/16") wide. Half up 43mm (1 3/4") long x 15mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are waxy white flushed rose (61D) with green recurved tips. Proportionately medium 24mm (1") long x 7mm (1/4") wide TUBE is waxy white (155A). STAMENS extend 15mm (5/8") beyond corolla with dark rose (58C) filaments and dark red purple (59A) anthers. PISTIL extends 5mm (1/8") beyond corolla with pale pink (62D) style and pale yellow (4D) stigma. Oblong blunt BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (147A) on the upper surface, medium green (147B) on the lower surface with 103mm (4") long x 60mm (2 3/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and stems are medium green (147B) with medium green (147B) striped red purple (59B) stems. PARENTAGE: 'Kiwi' x 'Pink Marshmallow'. Natural trailer will make a good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light. Tested 3 years in Austria. Distinguished by: bloom color, petaloid shapes.

WHARFEDALE - No. 3044 (Hanson, 1993) Single. Upright. Very slightly flared 19mm (3/4") long x 19mm wide COROLLA opens red purple (67A) maturing to magenta (57A) with smooth petal edges. Half up 25mm (1") long x 13mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are light pink (62C) on the upper surface, light pink (62B) on the lower surface with green recurved tips. Proportionately medium 13mm long x 7mm (1/4") wide TUBE is light pink (62C). STAMENS extend 13mm beyond corolla with dark pink filaments and brownish red anthers. PISTIL extends 38mm (1 1/2") beyond corolla with cream shading to pale pink style and pale yellow stigma. Ovate pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (138A) on the lower surface with 51mm (2") long x 29mm (1 1/8") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and branches are light green with light green marked red stems. PARENTAGE: 'Border Queen' x 'Celia Smedley'. Small upright. Prefers a cool climate and is cold weather hardy to -12°C. Tested 4 years in Keighley, UK and introduced by Arcadia Nurseries. Distinguished by: profuse blooms, bloom color, cold weather hardy to -12°C.

WIDOW TWANKY - No. 3096 (Forward, 1993) Double. Trailer. Quarter flared 38mm (1 1/2") long x 32mm (1 1/4") wide COROLLA opens red purple (80B) maturing to light purple (80C) with smooth petal edges. 13mm (1/2") long x 10mm (3/8") wide PETALOIDS are same color as corolla. Horizontally held 44mm (1 3/4") long x 22mm (7/8") wide SEPALS are dark rose (58C) on the upper surface, magenta (58B) on the lower surface with green recurved tips. Proportionately medium 19mm (3/4") long x 7mm (1/4") wide TUBE is dark rose (58C). STAMENS extend 22mm beyond corolla with light rose (58D) filaments and red purple (58B) anthers. PISTIL extends 41mm (1 5/8") beyond corolla wtih light rose (58D) style and cream stigma. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (138B) on the lower surface with 64mm (2 1/2") long x 35mm (1 3/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are red. PARENTAGE: 'Ruby Wedding' x 'Pink Marshmallow'. Stiff trailer will make a good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Tested 3 years in Gillingham, Dorset, England UK. Distinguished by: sepal color.

WILLIAM'S LASS - No. 3144 (Johnson/Laburnum, 1993) Double. Trailer. Nonflaring oblong 35mm (1 3/8") long x 25mm (1") wide COROLLA is white (155D), pale pink (56D) at base with smooth petal edges. Fully up 50mm (2") long x 15mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are red, pale pink (56D) at base on upper surface, red striped rose (55B) on lower surface with light green (138C) reflexed tips. Proportionately medium 13mm (1/2") long x 8mm (0.3") wide TUBE is red (50A). STAMENS extend 20mm (3/4") beyond corolla with light pink (62B) filaments and magenta (63A) anthers. PISTIL extends 40mm (1 5/8") beyond corolla with light pink (62B) style and pale pink (62D) stigma. Pear shaped BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (139B) on the upper surface, light green (138C) on the lower surface with 50mm beyond corolla with 25mm wide cordate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are red purple (64B). PARENTAGE: 'Firecracker' x 'Annabel'. Self branching natural trailer will make a good basket or decorative. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded.Tested 4 years in Leicestershire, England UK. Distinguished by: bloom color.

ZETS ALPHA - No. 3076 (Stoel, 1993) Single. Upright. Quarter flared 10mm (3/8") long x 8mm (1/4") wide COROLLA is red orange (40A) with wavy petal edges. Half down 15mm (5/8") long x 5mm (1/8") wide SEPALS are red (52A) on the upper surface, light coral (38A) on the lower surface with reflexed tips. Proportionately medium thickness 65mm (2 1/2") long x 4-7mm (1/8-1/4") wide red (52A) TUBE is proportionately long. STAMENS extend 4mm beyond corolla with dark orange (40B) filaments and anthers. PISTIL extends 10mm beyond corolla with dark orange (40B) style and cream (11D) stigma. Very long BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (147A) on the upper surface, medium green (147B) on the lower surface with 75mm (3") long x 30mm (1 1/8") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, entire edges, acute tips and obtuse bases. Veins and stems are green with green/slightly red branches. PARENTAGE: F. vulcanica  79-480 x 'Citation'. Self branching small upright or standard. Prefers overhead filtered light to full sun in a warm to cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Tested 3 years in Apeldorn, The Netherlands. Distinguished by: bloom color, yellow bud tips, clustered terminal long blooms.

ZETS BRAVO - No. 3077 (Stoel, 1993) Single. Upright/trailer. Quarter flared 25mm (1") long x 30mm (1 1/8") wide COROLLA with three phases: (1) quarter flared red orange (40A) with smooth edges, (2) half flared red orange 40A/pink (52D) with wavy toothed edges, (3) half flared pink (52D)/red orange (40A) with wavy toothed edges which mature to red orange (40A)/pink (52D) with smooth wavy petal edges. Half down 42mm (1 5/8") long x 8mm (1/4") wide SEPALS are peach (38B) on the upper surface, light coral (38A) on the lower surface with recurved tips. Proportionately medium 20mm (3/4") long x 4mm (1/8") wide TUBE is pale orange (24D). STAMENS extend 10mm (3/8") beyond corolla with peach (38B) filaments and dark rose (51A) anthers. PISTIL extends 40mm (1 5/8") beyond corolla with pink (36A) style and yellow (8A) stigma. Long BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (147B) on the upper surface, light yellow green (146D) on the lower surface with 90mm (3 1/2") long x 40mm (1 5/8") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and obtuse bases. Veins and stems are green with green/red stems. PARENTAGE: ('Pink Temptation' x 'Mrs. Rundle') x 'Lord Lonsdale'. Small lax upright, stiff basket, standard or pyramid. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool to warm climate with best bloom color in filterd light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Tested 4 years in Apeldoorn, The Netherlands. Distinguished by: different color corollas.

ZYZY - No. 3062 (de Graaff, 1993) Single. Upright/trailer. Nonflaring long 9mm (3/8") long x 5mm (1/8") wide COROLLA opens purple (83B) maturing to red purple (74B) with smooth cordate petal edges. Fully up 17mm (5/8") long x 2.5mm (1/8") wide SEPALS are pink/light pink (55C/D) on the upper surface, rose (55B) on the lower surface with yellow green recurved tips. Proportionately medium 9mm long x 3mm (1/8") wide TUBE is light pink (55D), darker (55C) in sun. STAMENS extend 4mm (1/4") beyond corolla with light rose (58D) filaments and dark red purple (59A) anthers. PISTIL extends 13mm (1/2") beyond corolla with rose (55B) style and cream (11D) stigma. Long sideways pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (137C) on the lower surface with 37mm (1 1/2") long x 16mm (5/8") wide elliptic shaped leaves, serrulate to entire edges, acute tips and bases. Veins are light green with light green flushed red stems and red branches. PARENTAGE: 'Rosea' x 'Venus Victrix'. Self branching small upright or basket. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light and is heat tolerant if shaded. Award of Merit, VKC Aalsmeer, The Netherlands 1992. Tested 4 years in Lisse, The Netherlands. Distinguished by: combination of bloom size/color.
