Fully up to horizontal rolled and twisted 35mm (1 3/8") long x 14mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are white/pink on the upper surface, pink on the lower surface with recurved tips. Fully down 6mm (1/4") long x 3mm (1/8") wide SEPALS are red (46A) on the upper surface, red (45C) on the lower surface with recurved tips. Proportionately medium 7mm (1/4") long x 4mm (1/8") wide TUBE is dark red (46A). STAMENS do not extend beyond corolla with white filaments and anthers. Half up 15mm long x 12mm (1/2") wide SEPALS are rose (52B) with reflexed tips. Proportionately medium thickness 15mm long x 6mm (1/4") wide rose (48B) TUBE is proportionately short. STAMENS extend 20mm (3/4") beyond corolla with rose (55B) filaments and light yellow (18C) anthers. PISTIL extends 30mm (1 1/8") beyond corolla with rose (55B) style and light orange (27B) stigma. Round BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (139C) on the upper surface, medium green (138B) on the lower surface with 38mm (1 1/2") long x 28mm (1 1/8") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are medium green (138B) with rose (51B) stems and branches. PARENTAGE: 'Border Queen' x 'Carla Johnston'. Self branching medium upright or standard. Quarter flared bell shaped 13mm (1/2") long x 13mm wide COROLLA is light purple (73A) flushed light purple (78B), white at base with turned under smooth petal edges. Half down 16mm (5/8") long x 8mm (1/4") wide SEPALS are waxy white on the upper surface, white flushed rose (68C) on the lower surface with tiny green recurved tips. Proportionately short thick 8mm long x 8mm wide TUBE is waxy white. STAMENS extend 16mm beyond corolla with light magenta (57D) filaments and anthers. PISTIL extends 22mm (7/8") beyond corolla with blush white style and cream stigma. Ovate BUD.  FOLIAGE is dark green (147A) on the upper surface, medium green (147B) on the lower surface with 38mm (1 1/2") long x 27mm (1 1/16") cordate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Full flared 30mm (1 1/8") long x 56mm (2 1/4") wide COROLLA opens dark violet maturing to rose violet, red at base with slightly wavy petal edges. 12mm (1/2") long x 50mm (2") wide PETALOIDS are violet, red at base. Fully up 58mm (2 3/8") long x 15mm (5/8") wide SEPALS are red with recurved tips. Proportionately medium 20mm (3/4") long x  6mm (1/4") wide TUBE is red. STAMENS extend 14mm beyond corolla with dark red filaments and anthers. PISTIL extends 75mm (3") beyond corolla with pink style and stigma. Long tapered pointed BUD. Half up 38mm (1 1/2") long x 19mm (3/4") wide SEPALS are red (53D) on the upper surface, dark rose (55A) on the lower surface with recurved tips. Proportionately short thick 11mm (3/8") long x 6mm (1/4") wide TUBE is dark rose (54B). STAMENS extend 50mm (2") beyond corolla with dark red purple (60C) filaments and dark red purple (60B) anthers. PISTIL extends 69mm (2 3/4") beyond corolla with pink (62A) style and pink (36A) stigma. STAMENS do not extend beyond corolla with peach 38B) filaments and light yellow (11C) anthers. FOLIAGE is medium green (137B) on the upper surface, light olive green (148B) on the lower surface with 19mm (3/4" long x 10mm (3/8") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, wavy edges, acute tips and bases.
