FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (137C) on the lower surface with 61mm (2 3/8") long x 44mm (1 3/4") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and cordate bases. Veins are medium green (137D) with dark grey red (182A) stems and brown (199A) branches. PARENTAGE: 'La Campanella' x unknown. Self branching lax upright or stiff trailer. Prefers overhead filtered light with best bloom color in filtered light. Certificate of Merit, Nationale Belgische Fuchsia Keuringscommissie. Tested 3 years in Heusden, Zolder, Belgium. PISTIL extends 9mm (3/8") beyond corolla with magenta (59D) style and magenta (71C) stigma. Round pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (146A) on the upper surface, yellow green (146C) on the lower surface with 48mm (1 7/8") long x 24mm (1") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and stems are red purple with reddish branches. PARENTAGE: 'Satchmo' x ('Satchmo' x 'Memo'). Self branching natural trailer.
