FOLIAGE is medium green (137B) on the upper surface, light olive green (148B) on the lower surface with 150mm (6") long x 51mm (2") wide lanceolate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are light green (138D) with plum (184B) stems and dark grey purple (184A) branches. PARENTAGE: F.paniculata  x F. paniculata . Medium upright. Is heat tolerant if shaded with best bloom color in bright light. Tested 10 years in Rancho Palos Verdes, California USA. Distinguished by: bloom color, larger bloom clusters.
