Veins and branches are magenta with greenish magenta stems. PARENTAGE: sport of 'Thalia'. Medium upright. Prefers full sun with best bloom color in bright light. Tested 4 years in Oxfordshire, England UK. Distinguished by: foliage variegation.

VLASVEN - No. 4060 (Busschodts, 1998) Single. Upright/trailer. Quarter flared bell shaped 30mm (1 1/8") long x 25mm (1") wide COROLLA opens violet (75A), light pink (62B) at base, veined red (46B) with turned under wavy petal edges. Horizontally held 48mm (1 7/8") long x 15mm (7/8") wide SEPALS are magenta (58B) on the upper surface, dark rose (58C) on the lower surface with recurved tips. Proportionately medium 11mm (3/8") long x 8mm (3/8") wide TUBE is magenta (57C) striped magenta (58B). STAMENS extend 8mm (3/8") beyond corolla with rose (68B) filaments and tan (163B) anthers. PISTIL extends 30mm beyond corolla with magenta (58B)/rose (68B) style and tan (163B) stigma. Square pointed BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on the upper surface, medium green (137C) on the lower surface with 58mm (2 1/4") long x 34mm (1 3/8") wide cordate shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute tips and cordate bases. Veins, stems and branches are red purple (59B). PARENTAGE: 'Red Spider' x 'Mathilde Leys'. Self branching small lax upright or stiff trailer. Prefers overhead filtered light in a warm climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Award of Merit, Meise, Brussels, Belgium. Tested 3 years in Leopoldsburg, Belgium. Distinguished by: profuse color-fast blooms, sepal shape.

WESSEX JUBILEE - No. 3974 (Forward, 1998) Double. Upright. Half flared 38mm (1 1/2") long x 38mm wide COROLLA is red purple (67A) with turned under smooth petal edges. 32mm (1 1/4") long x 25mm (1") wide PETALOIDS are red purple. Half up 64mm (2 1/2") long x 29mm (1 1/8") wide SEPALS are dark rose, striped lighter with reflexed tips. Proportionately long thin 25mm long x 7mm (1/4") wide TUBE is pale yellow green (150D). STAMENS extend 19mm (3/4") beyond corolla with light rose (58D) filaments and magenta (58B) anthers. PISTIL extends 51mm beyond corolla with light rose (58D) style and light yellow (11C) stigma. Ovate BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green (137B) on the upper surface, medium green (138B) on the lower surface with 76mm (3") long x 51mm (2") wide ovate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins and branches are green with reddish stems. PARENTAGE: 'Dusted Pink' x 'Ruby Wedding'. Small upright or decorative. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered light. Tested 6 years in Gillingham, Dorset, England UK. Distinguished by: bloom/foliage color contrast.

ZOE FOSTER - No. 3978 (Foster, 1998) Double. Upright. Quarter flared 25mm (1") long x 22mm (7/8") wide COROLLA opens cream maturing to creamy white veined pink with wavy petal edges. 15mm (5/8") long x 12mm (1/2") wide PETALOIDS are white veined pink. Horizontally held 35mm (1 3/8") long x 12mm wide SEPALS are pale pink on the upper surface, creped pink on the lower surface with recurved tips. Proportionately medium thickness 12mm (1/2") long x 5mm (1/8") wide pale pink TUBE is proportionately short. STAMENS extend 30mm (1 1/8") beyond corolla with pink filaments and dark pink anthers. PISTIL extends 40mm (1 5/8") beyond corolla with very pale pink style and pink stigma. Pear shaped BUD. FOLIAGE is medium green on the upper surface, light green on the lower surface with 50mm (2") long x 25mm wide cordate shaped leaves, serrate edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are red with greeny pink stems and pink branches. PARENTAGE: 'Ann H. Tripp' x 'Shaun Rushton'. Small upright or standard. Is heat tolerant if shaded with best bloom color in filtered light. Tested 6 years in Stoke-on-Trent, England UK and introduced in 1996. Distinguished by: color-fast blooms, strong growth.

F.denticulata  'BLUSH FANDENT' - No. 3972 (Strybing, 1998) Single. Upright. Quarter to three quarter flared elliptical 12-14mm (1/2") long x 7-8mm (1/4-3/8") wide COROLLA is orange with smooth to slightly wavy petal edges. Half to fully down 22-23mm (7/8") long x 7mm (1/4") wide SEPALS are half blush white/green with reflexed tips. Proportionately medium thickness 38-42mm (1 1/2-1 5/8") long x 8mm (1/4") wide waxy white streaked blush pink TUBE is proportionately long with a bulbous base. STAMENS do not extend beyond corolla with pale pink filaments and cream anthers. PISTIL extends 1-2mm (1/16-1/8") beyond corolla with pale pink style and cream/pale pink stigma. FOLIAGE is dark green on the upper surface, pale green on the lower surface with 60-90mm (2 3/8-3 1/2") long x 20-35mm (3/4-1 3/8") wide lance-elliptic shaped leaves, serrulate edges, acute to acuminate tips and acute bases. Veins are green/reddish on the lower surface (midribs red), green to tan stems and tan branches. PARENTAGE: F.denticulata  'Strybings Improved' x F.denticulata  'Strybings Improved'. Self branching small to medium upright. Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered to limited light. Tested 3 years in San Francisco, California USA and introduced in 1996. Distinguished by: sepal-tube color, corolla/sepal-tube color contrast, early blooming.

F. denticulata  'STRYBLINGS IMPROVED' - No. 3971 (Strybing, 1998) Single. Upright. Half flared 17-19mm (5/8-3/4") long x 12-14mm (1/2") wide COROLLA is orange with smooth to slightly wavy petal edges. Half down 22-24mm (7/8-1") long x 8-9mm (1/4-3/8") wide SEPALS are blush white, pink at base with green strongly reflexed tips. Proportionately medium thickness 42-48mm (1 5/8-1 7/8") wide x 11-12mm (1/2") wide pink TUBE is proportionately long with a bulbous base.  STAMENS extend 5-10mm (1/8-3/8") beyond corolla with pale orange pink filaments and matt white anthers. PISTIL extends 10-12mm beyond corolla with pale orange pink style and cream stigma. Long tubular BUD. FOLIAGE is dark green on the upper surface, medium green on the lower surface with 60-110mm (2 3/8-4 1/4") long x 30-55mm (1 1/8-2 1/8") wide elliptic shaped leaves, denticulate edges, acute to acuminate tips and acute bases. PARENTAGE: 'Fanfare' x F.denticulata .  Tall lax upright (semi-scandent shrub). Prefers overhead filtered light in a cool climate with best bloom color in filtered to limited light.  Cold weather hardy to 22°F with regrowth. Tested 3 years in San Francisco, California USA and introduced in 1995. Distinguished by: larger, more profuse blooms, suited to container growth, fuchsia gall mite resistance.
