WALZ Celesta - No. 4370 (Waldenmaier, 2000) Single. Upright/Trailer. COROLLA is Half flared with smooth petal margins; opens and matures orange (32A); 10mm (3/8”) long 9mm (7/16”) wide. SEPALS are half down, tips recurved; apple green (144C) upper surface, light yellow green (154B) lower surface; 12mm (1/2”) long x 7mm (1/4”) wide. TUBE is red (43A), proportionately long length and medium thickness; 37mm (1 7/16”) long x 7mm (1/4”) wide. STAMENS extend 1mm (1/16”) below the corolla; light pink (49C) filaments and light yellow (4B) anthers. PARENTAGE: (‘F. magdalenae’ x ‘F. fulgens grandiflora’) x ‘F. fulgens michoacans’. Lax upright or stiff trailer. Makes good upright or basket. Best bloom and foliage color in bright light. Tested three years in Herpen, the Netherlands. Award of Merit, VKC, KMTP, The Netherlands. Distinguished by foliage color combined with red-orange flower. The flower is nearly horizontal.

WALZ Fanclub - No. 4372 (Waldenmaier, 2000) Single. Upright. COROLLA is half flared, bell shaped, with smooth petal margins; opens dark orange (33A) and matures dark orange (33A) with extensive violet (75A) margins; 10mm (3/8”) long 10mm (3/8”) wide. SEPALS are half down, tips reflexed; light yellowish green (149A) upper and lower surfaces; 12mm (1/2”) long x 5mm (3/16”) wide. TUBE is reddish purple (67A), proportionately long with medium thickness; 30mm (1 3/16”) long x 5mm (3/16”) wide. STAMENS extend 1mm (1/16”) below the corolla; pink (49A) filaments and light yellowish orange (19B) anthers. Veins are red, stems and branches are green. PARENTAGE: ‘Fuji-San’ x ‘F. fulgens michoacans’. Medium upright. Makes good upright. Prefers overhead filtered light. Best bloom and foliage color in bright light. Tested three years in Herpen, the Netherlands. Award of Merit, VKC, KMTP, The Netherlands. Distinguished by the color combination of tube and corolla.

WALZ Fuga - No. 4371 (Waldenmaier, 2000) Single. Upright. COROLLA is unflared, cordate shaped, with smooth petal margins; opens and matures light orange (41C); 16mm (5/8”) long 16mm (5/8”) wide. SEPALS are horizontal, tips reflexed; white (155D) upper and lower surfaces; 22mm (7/8”) long x 8mm (5/16”) wide. TUBE is light pink (49C), proportionately medium length and thickness; 12mm (1/2”) long x 6mm (1/4”) wide. STAMENS extend 5mm (3/16”) below the corolla; pink (55C) filaments and light yellow (4C) anthers. PISTIL extends 8mm (5/16”) below the corolla; white (155D) style and light yellowish white (4D) stigma. BUD is ovate and pointed. Foliage is yellowish green (144A) on upper surface and apple green (144C) on lower surface. Leaves are 43mm (1 11/16”) long x 22mm (7/8”) wide; cordate shaped, serrated edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are green. PARENTAGE: ‘WALZ Harp’ x ‘City of Leicester’. Small upright. Makes good basket or miniature. Prefers overhead filtered light. Best bloom and foliage color in bright light. Tested three years in Herpen, the Netherlands. Award of Merit, VKC, KMTP, The Netherlands. Distinguished by the combination of orange and white in the flower. 

WALZ Piston - No. 4374 (Waldenmaier, 2000) Single. Upright. COROLLA is quarter flared with smooth petal margins; opens and matures reddish purple (74A); 12mm (1/2”) long 10mm (3/8”) wide. SEPALS are full down, tips recurved; magenta (63A) upper surface, reddish purple (67A) lower surface; 14mm (9/16”) long x 5mm (3/16”) wide. TUBE is magenta (63A), proportionately long with medium thickness; 17mm (11/16”) long x 6mm (1/4”) wide. STAMENS extend 10mm (3/8”) below the corolla; reddish purple (74A) filaments and anthers. PISTIL extends 3mm (1/8”) below the corolla; reddish purple (74A) style and light purple (80C) stigma. BUD is ovate. Foliage is dark green (139A) on upper surface and medium green (138B) on lower surface. Leaves are 45mm (1 3/4”) long x 35mm (1 3/8”) wide; cordate shaped, serrated edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are green. PARENTAGE: [(‘F. magdalenae’ x ‘F. fulgens grandiflora’) x ‘WALZ Duimelot’] x ‘Foline’. Medium upright. Makes good upright. Prefers overhead filtered light. Best bloom and foliage color in bright light. Tested ten years in Herpen, the Netherlands. Award of Merit, VKC, KMTP, The Netherlands. First Class Award, VKC, KMTP. Distinguished by horizontal to slightly erect aubergin colored tube and flower.

WALZ Polka - No. 4373 (Waldenmaier, 2000) Single. Upright/Trailer. COROLLA is unflared with small separated vertical petals and smooth petal margins; opens and matures dark red (185A); 6mm (1/4”) long 5mm (3/16”) wide. SEPALS are fully up, tips recurved; grayish yellow (161A) upper surface, dark rose (180D) lower surface; 15mm (9/16”) long x 6mm (1/4”) wide. TUBE is grayish yellow (161A), proportionately long with medium thickness; 20mm (13/16”) long x 5mm (3/16”) wide. STAMENS extend 5mm (3/16”) below the corolla; plum (184C) filaments and dark red (185A) anthers. PISTIL extends 9mm (3/8”) below the corolla; pink (49A) style and yellow (2A) stigma. BUD is ovate and pointed. Foliage is medium green (137C) on upper surface and light olive green (147C) on lower surface. Leaves are 59mm (2 5/16”) long x 39mm (1 9/16”) wide; cordate shaped, wavy edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are green. PARENTAGE: ‘Rina Felix’ x ‘F. procumbens’. Lax upright or stiff trailer. Makes good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light. Best bloom and foliage color in bright light. Tested three years in Herpen, the Netherlands. Award of Merit, VKC, KMTP, The Netherlands. Distinguished by bloom shape and color.

Wannes - No. 4518 (J. Geerts, 2000) Double. Upright. COROLLA is half flared with turned under wavy petal margins; opens reddish purple (61A) with dark rose (55A) base and matures purple (71A) with dark rose (55A) base; 18mm (11/16”) long x 26mm (1”) wide. PETALOIDS are peach (38B) edged purple (71A ); 12mm (1/2”) long x 8mm (5/16”) wide. SEPALS are half up, tips reflexed up; magenta (58B) tipped light rose (58D) upper surface, magenta (58B) lower surface; 23mm (7/8”) long x 13mm (1/2”) wide. TUBE is magenta (58B), proportionately long with medium to thin thickness; 19mm (3/4”) long x 3mm (1/8”) wide, 4mm (3/16”) at base. STAMENS do not extend below the corolla; dark rose (55A) filaments, tan (162A) anthers. PISTIL extends 21mm (13/16”) below the corolla; rose (52C) style and red (52A) stigma. BUD is square and long tubed. Foliage is dark green (137A) on upper surface, medium green (137C) on lower surface. Leaves are 65mm (2 9/16”) long x 28mm (1 1/8”) wide, lanceolate shaped, serrulated edges, acute tips and cordate bases. Veins are medium green (137D), stems are medium green (138B) with orangish brown (174A) base, and branches are orangish brown (174A). PARENTAGE: ‘Kiwi’ x ‘Die Fledermaus’. Medium upright. Self branching. Makes good upright or standard. Prefers full sun. Best bloom and foliage color in bright light. Tested three years in Berlaar, Belgium. National Belgian Fuchsia Inspection at Meise. Wendandil - No. 4508 (L. Geerts, 2000) Single. Upright/trailer. COROLLA is quarter flared with turned under wavy petal margins; opens and matures magenta (58B) to dark rose (58C) edged dark reddish purple (64A); 19mm (3/4”) long x 28mm (1 1/8”) wide. SEPALS are half down, tips recurved; rose (52B) upper surface, rose (50B) lower surface; 37mm (1 7/16”) long x 14mm (9/16”) wide. TUBE is pink (55C), proportionately medium length and thickness; 27mm (1 1/16”) long x 6mm (1/4”) wide. STAMENS do not extend below the corolla; magenta (63B) filaments, orangy brown (164A) anthers. PISTIL extends 18mm (11/16”) below the corolla; light rose (58D) style and orange (26A) flushed magenta (58B) stigma. BUD is square. Foliage is dark green (137A) on upper surface medium green (138B) on lower surface. Leaves are 77mm (3 1/16”) long x 40mm (1 9/16”) wide, elliptic to ovate shaped, serrulated edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are reddish purple (58A). PARENTAGE: ‘WALZ Harp’ x ‘Blue Veil’. Lax upright or stiff trailer. Self branching. Makes good basket. Prefers full sun. Best bloom and foliage color in bright light. Tested three years in Itegem, Belgium. National Belgian Fuchsia Inspection at Meise. Distinguished by blossom shape and color.

White Veil - No. 4353 (Haycroft, 2000) Double. Upright/Trailer. COROLLA is  fully flared, rounded and fluffy; opens and matures white with pink (62C) veining at base; 25mm (1”) long x 55mm (2 1/8”) wide. SEPALS are horizontal with tips recurved; white blushing pink (62C) with age on upper and lower surfaces; 45mm (1 13/16”) long x 20mm (13/16”) wide. TUBE is rose (65A), proportionately medium length and thin; 15mm (9/16”) long x 4mm (3/16”) wide. STAMENS extend 30mm (1 3/16”) below corolla; rose (55B) filaments and pink (55C) anthers. PISTIL extends 40mm(1 9/16”) below corolla; pink (62C) style and stigma. BUD is ovate. Foliage is dark green (137A) on upper surface and medium green (138B) on lower surface. Leaves are 90mm ( 3 9/16”) long x 40mm (1 9/16”) wide; lanceolate shaped, serrated edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are pale green with pink on upper surface near petiole, stems are red/pink and branches are beige. PARENTAGE: sport of ‘Blue veil’. Lax upright or stiff trailer. Makes good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light. Best bloom color in filtered light. Tested three years in the vicinity of Warminster, England. Distinguished by pink veins on corolla and change in color of sepals with maturity.
