STAMENS do not extend beyond the corolla; light rose (58D) filaments and light yellow (4B) anthers. PISTIL extends 26mm (1”) beyond the corolla; light rose (58D) style; light yellow (4C) stigma. BUD is ovate, angular. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) upper surface and medium green (137D) lower surface. Leaves are 93mm (3 11/16”) long x 58mm (2 5/16”) wide, ovate shaped, serrulated edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins, stems and branches are reddish purple (58A). PARENTAGE: ‘WALZ Harp’ x ‘Annabel’. Lax upright or stiff trailer. Self branching. Makes good basket or upright. Prefers overhead filtered light. Best foliage and bloom color in filtered light. Tested three years in Itegem, Belgium. NBFK at Meise. Distinguished by bloom shape and color. 

‘Zomer’ - No. 4677 (Michiels, 2001) Single. Upright/Trailer. COROLLA is quarter flared with turned under smooth petal margins; opens and matures red (46B), red (46D) near base; 17mm (11/16”) long x 20mm (13/16”) wide. SEPALS are half up, tips recurved up; rose (52C) tipped yellowish green (149A) upper surface; reddish orange (43C) lower surface; 26mm (1”) long x 12mm (1/2”) wide. TUBE is dark rose (51A), medium length and thick; 28mm (1 1/8”) long x 11mm (7/16”) wide, 8mm (5/16”) at base. STAMENS extend 8mm (5/16”) beyond the corolla; white (155C) filaments, tan (165B) anthers. PISTIL extends 19 mm (3/4”) beyond the corolla; pink (52D) style, dark yellowish orange (14A) stigma. BUD is ovate, angular. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) upper surface and medium green (137C) lower surface. Leaves are 88mm (3 1/2”) long x 50mm (2”) wide, elliptic shaped, serrulated edges, acute tips and acute bases. Veins, stems and branches are dark reddish purple (61A). PARENTAGE: ‘WALZ Harp’ x ‘Golden Jubilee’. Lax upright or stiff trailer. Self branching. Makes good basket or upright. Prefers overhead filtered light. Best foliage and bloom color in filtered light. Tested three years in Koningshooikt, Belgium. NBFK at Meise. Distinguished by bloom color.

‘Zuster Amandina’- No. 4594 (Michiels, 2001) Semi-double to double. Upright. COROLLA is quarter flared with turned under wavy petal margins; opens and matures light purple (74C), dark orange (33A) mid vein; 18mm (11/16”) long x 24mm (15/16”) wide. SEPALS are horizontal, tips recurved; dark rose (58C) upper and lower surfaces, creped lower surface; 35mm (1 3/8”) long x 14mm (9/16”) wide. TUBE is light rose (58D) striped magenta (58B), proportionately medium length and thickness; 23mm (15/16”) long 6mm (1/4”) wide. STAMENS extend 16mm (5/8”) beyond the corolla; magenta (58B) filaments and orangy brown (164A) anthers. PISTIL extends 60mm (2 3/8”) below the corolla; magenta (58B) style and light tan (162B) stigma. BUD is ovate. FOLIAGE is dark green (137A) on upper surface and medium green (137D) on lower surface. Leaves are 90mm (3 9/16”) long x 47mm (1 7/8”) wide, elliptic shaped, serrated edges, acute tips and acute bases. Veins and stems are reddish purple (58A); branches are brown (165A). PARENTAGE: ‘WALZ Harp’ x ‘Blue Pearl’. Medium upright. Self branching. Makes good upright. Prefers overhead filtered light. Best bloom and foliage color in filtered light. Tested three years in Koningshooikt, Belgium. NBFK at Meise. Distinguished by bloom shape and color. Very long pistil.
