Best bloom and foliage color in filtered light. Tested three years in Koningshooikt, The Netherlands. Approved with excellence at Meise, 3-7-04. Distinguished by color combination.

‘Waanrodes Silver Star’ - No. 5760 (Michiels 2005) Double. Upright. COROLLA is three quarter flared with turned under wavy petal margins; opens white (155D), pink (62C) base; matures white (155B); 27mm (1 1/16”) long x 24mm (15/16”) wide. PETALOIDS: same color as corolla; 16mm (5/8”) long x 7mm (1/4”) wide. SEPALS are turned left & right; horizontal, tips recurved; white (155C) tipped light yellowish green (150C) upper surface; pale lavender (69D) tipped light yellowish green (150C) lower surface; 44mm (1 3/4”) long x 11mm (7/16”) wide. TUBE is white (155B); medium length & thickness; 13mm (1/2”) long x 6mm (1/4”) wide. STAMENS extend 9mm (3/8”) beyond the corolla; rose (63C) filaments; dark reddish purple (187C) anthers. PISTIL extends 23mm (15/16”) below the corolla; pale pink (62D) style; pale yellow (1D) stigma. BUD is elongated. FOLIAGE: dark green (137A) upper surface; medium green (138B) lower surface. Leaves are 84mm (3 5/16”) long x 44mm (1 3/4”) wide, ovate shaped, serrulated edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are dark red purple (187D); stems are dark red purple (187C); branches are medium green (138B) & plum (185C). PARENTAGE: ‘Sofie Michiels’ x ‘White Queen’. Small upright. Self branching. ‘Wajang’ - No. 5820 (de Graaff 2005) Single. Upright/Trailer. COROLLA is half flared, trumpet shaped, with toothed petal margins; opens reddish purple (64B); matures magenta (63B); 8mm (5/16”) long x 6mm (1/4”) wide. SEPALS are horizontal, tips reflexed; yellowish green (146B) upper surface; yellowish green (144A) lower surface; 12mm (1/2”) long x 5mm (3/16”) wide. TUBE is dark rose (51A); long, medium thickness, flat like ‘F. splendens’; 29mm (1 1/8”) long x 9mm (3/8”) wide. STAMENS extend 1mm (1/16”) beyond the corolla; light yellow green (153D) filaments; light yellow (11C) anthers. PISTIL extends 4mm (3/16”) below the corolla; light pink (49B) style; light yellow green (149B) stigma. BUD has flat long tube, ovate end. FOLIAGE: dark green (147A) upper surface; medium green (147B) lower surface. Leaves are 56mm (2 3/16”) long x 28mm (1 1/8”) wide, elliptic shaped, serrulated edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are light green; stems & branches are reddish. PARENTAGE: [‘F. splendens’ x (‘First Success’ x ‘F. magdalenae’)] x [‘F. splendens’ x (‘First Success’ x ‘F. magdalenae’)]. Lax upright or stiff trailer. Self branching. Makes good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light. Best bloom & foliage color in filtered light. Tested five years in Lisse, The Netherlands. Distinguished by flowers similar to ‘F splendens var. cordifolia’ but with red purple corolla.

‘Waldis Lea’ - No. 5860 (Dietrich 2005) Single. Upright. COROLLA is three quarter flared, plate shaped, with smooth petal margins; opens white (155B), magenta (71C) base; matures white (155B), edged magenta (71C); 28mm (1 1/8”) long x 28mm (1 1/8”) wide. SEPALS are fully up, tips recurved; magenta (71C) upper & lower surfaces; 42mm (1 11/16”) long x 10mm (3/8”) wide. TUBE is magenta (71C); medium length & thickness; 20mm (13/16”) long x 7mm (1/4”) wide. STAMENS extend 25mm (1”) beyond the corolla; magenta (71C) filaments; tan (166B) anthers. PISTIL extends 45mm (1 3/4”) below the corolla; magenta (71C) style; light brownish orange (165C) stigma. BUD is rounded, short tip. FOLIAGE: medium green (146A) upper surface; yellowish green (146C) lower surface. Leaves are 40mm (1 9/16”) long x 30mm (1 3/16”) wide, ovate shaped, smooth edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins & branches are green; stems are light brown. PARENTAGE: ‘Krönprinzessin’ x ‘Delta’s Wonder’. Medium upright. Makes good upright. Prefers overhead filtered light. Best bloom & foliage color in filtered light. Tested four years in Graz, Austria. Distinguished by contrast of nearly aubergine sepals & pure white corolla.

‘Walter Osseman’ - No. 5746 (Michiels 2005) Double. Upright. COROLLA is three quarter flared with turned under smooth petal margins; opens reddish purple (67A), rose (63C) base; matures reddish purple (64B), light rose (63D) base; 31mm (1 1/4”) long x 28mm (1 1/8”) wide. PETALOIDS: light reddish purple (66C), rose (63C)base; 15mm (9/16”) long x 11mm (7/16”) wide. SEPALS are half down, tips recurved; pink (62C), tipped yellowish green (144B) upper surface; dark rose (55A), tipped yellowish green (144A) lower surface; 38mm (1 1/2”) long x 13mm (1/2”) wide. TUBE is pale pink (36D); medium length & thickness; 17mm (11/16”) long x 4mm (3/16”) wide. STAMENS extend 13mm (1/2”) beyond the corolla; pink (62A) filaments; pale rose (73D) anthers. PISTIL extends 19mm (3/4”) below the corolla; light pink (62B) style; light yellow (1C) stigma. BUD is elongated. FOLIAGE: dark green (136A) upper surface; medium green (138B) lower surface. Leaves are 96mm (3 13/16”) long x 45mm (1 3/4”) wide, ovate shaped, serrated edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are medium green (138B); stems & branches are plum (184B) & medium green (138B). PARENTAGE: ‘Sofie Michiels’ x ‘Annabelle Stubbs’. Small upright. Self branching. Makes good upright. Prefers overhead filtered light, cool climate. Best bloom & foliage color in filtered light. Tested four years in Koningshooikt, Belgium. Meise 8-14-04. Distinguished by unique color with spots.

‘Willem’ - No. 5748 (Michiels 2005) Double. Upright. COROLLA is half flared with turned under smooth petal margins; opens reddish purple (74B), magenta (57B) base; matures dark rose (64C); 23mm (15/16”) long x 20mm (13/16”) wide. PETALOIDS: magenta (57C), magenta (57B) base; 16mm (5/8”) long x 12mm (1/2”) wide. SEPALS are half down, tips recurved; white (155D), tipped light apple green (145B) upper surface; white (155D), tipped light apple green (145B)  lower surface; 34mm (1 5/16”) long x 16mm (5/8”) wide. TUBE is white (155C); medium length & thickness; 12mm (1/2”) long x 5mm (3/16”) wide. STAMENS extend 14mm (9/16”) beyond the corolla; rose (68B) filaments; purple (71A) anthers. PISTIL extends 36mm (1 7/16”) below the corolla; pale lavender (69D) style; pale yellow (1D) stigma. BUD is bulbous. FOLIAGE: dark green (136B) upper surface; medium green (138B) lower surface. Leaves are 76mm (3”) long x 40mm (1 9/16”) wide, ovate shaped, serrated edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are light apple green (145B); stems are dark rose (58C) & light apple green (145B); branches are light green (138C). PARENTAGE: ‘Sofie Michiels’ x ‘Diana Wills’. Small upright. Self branching. Makes good upright. Prefers overhead filtered light, cool climate. Best bloom & foliage color in filtered light. Tested three years in Koningshooikt, Belgium. Meise 8-14-04. Distinguished by flower color combination.

‘Wilma van Druten’ - No. 5771 (Koerts 2005) Single. Upright/Trailer. COROLLA is quarter flared, bell shaped, with turned under petal margins; opens & matures red (46C); 15mm (9/16”) long x 7mm (1/4”) wide. SEPALS are fully up, tips recurved; light green (142B), striped reddish purple (61B), tipped light green (143B) upper surface; pale yellow (5D), striped reddish purple (61B), tipped light green (143B) lower surface; 20mm (13/16”) long x 6mm (1/4”) wide. TUBE is pink (52D), striped reddish purple (61B); long & thin; 32mm (1 1/4”) long x 3mm (1/8”) wide at base to 6mm (1/4”). STAMENS extend 7mm (1/4”) beyond the corolla; reddish purple (66A) filaments; yellow (11A) anthers. PISTIL extends 15mm (9/16”) below the corolla; reddish purple (66A) style; yellow (11A) stigma. BUD is long & small. FOLIAGE: dark green (147A) upper surface; medium green (147B) lower surface. Leaves are 61mm (2 3/8”) long x 3mm (1/8”) wide, cordate shaped, serrulated edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins & branches are medium green; stems are brown. PARENTAGE: ‘Fuji-San’ x ‘Pink Cornet’. Lax upright or stiff trailer. Makes good upright, standard, pyramid or pillar. Prefers full sun, warm climate. Heat tolerant if shaded. Best bloom & foliage color in bright light. Tested three years in Stadskanaal, The Netherlands. Distinguished by racemes of flowers all year.

‘Yellow Heart ’ - No. 5650 (J. de Boer 2005) Single. Trailer. COROLLA is quarter flared, square shaped, with wavy petal margins; opens light yellowish orange (19B); matures pale tan (159A); 15mm (9/16”) long x 16 mm (5/8”) wide. SEPALS are half down, tips reflexed; pink (49A) upper & lower surfaces; 27mm (1 1/16”) long x 11mm (7/16”) wide. TUBE is pink (49A), long, medium thickness; 43mm (1 11/16”) long x 11mm (7/16”) wide. STAMENS extend 8mm (5/16”) beyond the corolla; yellowish white (158A) filaments, yellow (11A) anthers. PISTIL extends 12mm (1/2”) below the corolla; pink (49A) style; light yellow green (150B) stigma. BUD is triphylla shaped. FOLIAGE: dark green (147A) upper surface; medium green (147B) lower surface. Leaves are 68mm (2 11/16”) long x 43 mm (1 11/16”) wide, ovate shaped, serrulated edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins & stems are light green; branches are brown. PARENTAGE: (‘F. apetala’ x ‘Alaska’) x {‘WALZ Polka’ x [(‘F. denticulata’ x ‘F. decussata’) x (‘Whiteknight’s Amethyst’ x  ‘F. procumbens’)]}. Natural trailer. Self branching. Makes good basket. Prefers overhead filtered light & cool or warm climate. Best bloom and foliage color in filtered light. Tested five years in Blesdÿke, Holland. Distinguished by special color combination.

‘Zaandijk’ - No. 5836 (Krom 2005) Single. Upright. COROLLA is three quarter flared with turned up petal margins; opens & matures white (155B); 23mm (15/16”) long x 23mm (15/16”) wide. SEPALS are horizontal, tips recurved; rose (55B) tipped pale yellow (158B) upper surface; rose (55B) tipped pale yellowish green (154D) lower surface; 28mm (1 1/8”) long x 10mm (3/8”) wide. TUBE is pink (54D) & rose (55B); medium length & thickness; 15mm (9/16”) long x 8mm (5/16”) wide. STAMENS extend 22mm (7/8”) beyond the corolla; dark rose (55A) filaments; magenta (63B) anthers. PISTIL extends 42mm (1 11/16”) below the corolla; white (155A) style; light yellow (11C) stigma. BUD is ovate. FOLIAGE: dark green (147A) upper surface; medium green (147B) lower surface. Leaves are 25mm (1”) long x 17mm (11/16”) wide, ovate shaped, serrulated edges, acute tips and rounded bases. Veins are dark green (147A); stems are dark reddish purple (61A); branches are yellowish green (145A). PARENTAGE: ’Cor Bruÿn’ x unknown. Small upright. Makes good miniature. Prefers warm climate. Best bloom & foliage color in bright light. Tested three years in Amsterdam, The Netherlands. Distinguished by compact growth & flower color.
